Mention was made in the|city papers a
few days ago of the death ofan old woman
named Mrs. [Neal in the home for aged
women, and it was stated thagto the sur-
prise of all who knew her a sum of money
amounting to over $3000 wag found among
the effects of this supposed pauper.
Further enquiry into the |woman’s cir-
cumstances and mode of! life reveals
a case which is likely to be jmore interest-
ing than pleasing to a number of charitably
disposed people in the city. | Mrs, Neal, it
appears, was the widow of a [tailor and had
several children, all of whom, however,

died years ago. After her hiisband’s death
she became a pensioner-on the bounty of a.
wealthy Toronto merchant, pow deceased,
who was not more widely' known for his
success in business than for his liberality
to the deserving goor and /needy. Since
this gentleman’s death by sccident a few
years ago his wife continued in the case of
Mrs, Neal, as in many other similar cases,
to verify in a practical way the saying
that ““the good men do lives after them,”
by making & very handuon‘le monthly al-
lowance for the old woman!s maintenance
at the home, It has also §ranspired since
Mrs. Neal’s death that, unknown to the
lady above referred to and to each other,
a number of societies and individuals had
been contributing to her support, each one
being ingeniously persuaded by the shrewd
old woman that he, she or {it was her sole
earthly benefactor. Grace church and the
Irish protestant benevolent society are
among the sozieties that s}’e enjoying the
satisfaction of having contributed to swell
the pile in the old woman’s stocking.
