10 our last issue we endeavored to
show our citizens, that, owing to the
inseourity of this and other towns
throughout the Province as regards
fire, t the rates of insuravce had
been largely increased. We also hiut-
ed at the remedy, and intimated that
we were endeavoring to obtain infor.
mation upon the cost and maintedance
of a system of water supply adequate
to the wants and security of the town,
Our townsman, Mr. John E. Sancton,
having on several occasions disouseed
this subject with us, we solicited his
aid in the matter, and below we give
his views and estimates.

Mr. Editor. — In uccordance with
your request and my ptomise, I owyll
give you my views upon a water supp!y
for this town, Permit me to stute in
starting, that the most valuable part of
my information has been obtained from
two sources, viz: The report of the
engineer, who, a short time g0 Was
employed by the fire committee of
Kentville to make a survey and give an
estimate of the cost for « water supply
for that town, and K. Snulherl@nli,
Esq., engineer on the W. A. R. The
information thus obtained, enables me
to treat the subject with more reliabil
ity than I otherwise counld. In order
to have an efficient supply of water
for a town, the first thing to be con.
sidered, is where we can find a stream
or lake sufficiently elevated above 'the
town to give pressure enough in the
pipes to throw a stream of water above
the tops of the highest buildings. In
our gase, Lwo sources are open to us,
the Crosskill lake and Currell’s brook.
Both of these are high enough to an
swer admirably, but the Currell brook
is far prelerable, as it is running water,
of greater volume, and about half a
mile nearer. But all this can be here
after thoroughly tested, provided it is
ever decided to obtain a water supply.
The eost of such an undertaking, and
its maintenance, is one which requires
a good deal of figuring, bot | propose
to show that it can be dons, and in the
end cost the inhabitants but a gmall
sum for the advantages and boon con
fored. [lhe probable cost of the works
will be about $12 000, made up as fol-
fows: Taking the Currell brook as a
starting point, the distance from the
reservoir on the mountain side to the

centre of the turn, would be about
two miles ; for the first mile & 7 inch
pipe would be required, and a 6 neh
pipe for the next mile. To supply the
gown, about one mile and 8 hnlf more
of 4 inch pipe would be reguired, in
ail, three and one half miles. 1 esti-
mnte the cost as follows: ~

‘The above is a fair estimate, and 'l
believe the cost will not exceed the
gigures given. At first glance it looks
dormidable to propose such an outlay,
for 80 smail @ town as this; but if we
take into eonsideration the sense ol
wecurity we derive from such a source
in oase of fire, and the advantages ob~
1ained from having a bountiful quantity
ot water at our disposal for domestic
uses, by simply turning a tap, the ocost
sinks into insignificance.
" Jp conclusion, I propose to show that
ahe much needed water supply can be
almost wbolly paid for, by the decrease
an insurange rates. The rates now
paid on dwelling bouses, factories,
stores and etoek. are in the aggregate,
not less than two per gent, If ‘we had
the water works, we would redyse this
amount, at least, § per cent, and save
¢ Jeast one thousand dollars a year in
éusurance, based upon the gupposition
ihat we earry $200,000 of insurance on
all kinds of burnable property. [lu ad
dition to this, there should be another
thousand rawed [rom house-holders,
hotels and factories, for the use of the
water, in ‘proportion to the quantity
psed. From these two sources, we ¢in
jn twelve years, pay every dollar it
will cost Lo build and mantain the
works.

I estimate the value of the burnable
property of the town, at not less thap
$400,000. Make an assessment of SI_Z,
000 upon that awount, and it will give
thurty four dollars a tbousand. or jn
otiser words, anyone insuring one thous.
and dollars worth of property, liable to
-destruction by fire, would have to pay
thirty-four dolisgs 88 his proportion o!
the cost of water. 1a addition to this,
he will be taxed two dollars s year for
its use. Let us see what ean be saved.
Insurance, without water suppiy, ona
thousand, will be 2 per cent per year,
With water, [}, a saving of five dollars.
4 his multiplied by twelve will give a
saving ol sixty dollars, deduct from
4bis two dollars a year for use of water,
and you have thirty-8ix left, or enough
to pay your tax. By paying une-twe!th
of the estimated sum each year, with
§nterest, until the whole is paid, the
tax couid hardly be a burden to anyone.
Besides, 1 aye not made any allowance
for the growth al the town during that
time, nor have I takea into congidera-
giop the saving in interest as the pay-
meonts decrease from year to gesr.
Hoping ihat your readers will cqusldgr
well the matter, | leave the subject in
their hands, trusting that some one
will have publie spirit enough to can
wass the town and gee if wo sannot have
& mesiing called to discuss the matter.
