had suecumbed to Caesar. ‘But, says Froude,
‘the strongest member of the confederacy was

gtill unsubdued. 'Ihe hardy, brave, and water- -

drinking Nervii would send no envoys; they
would listen {0 no terms of pease” So Caesar
bad to prosecute the war against them. And
what sort of ftighters did. they make? Did the
fact that their grandfathers and grand-
mothers, their fathers and their mothers, their
uncles and their aunts, had been abstammers
reveal iteelf: in exceptional feebleness, physical
or mental? Caesar did not think so. ‘Dhis 18

how he describes the manner in which they :

attacked nim: ‘In a moment all along the
river 60,000 of them ' Tushed  out of their
forest, eent the cavairy flying, and came on
s0 impetuously that they seemed to be in the
wood, in the river, and up the opposite bank
at the same moment” ‘Never in ail his cam-
paigns,’ adds Kroude, ‘was Uaesar in greater
