And 1
will uperate upon noane atilicted with caleulus, hut will
jeave that duty to men pructised inits performance.
Into whatsoever homes I enter, itshall be for the celiev-
ing of the sick. and 1 will be Tar removed from all
wrongedoing and injury of any Kind whatever.and from
all lustful deeds whether with waten or with men,
whether bond or free. Morcover when engaged in
the practice of my art, or even when not so engaged,
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whatsoever things I may see or hear with regued to
the private life of wmen, I shall dean to be sacred
seerets, and shall not repeat them, it they be such
things as are better unpublished.  If now 1 keep this
my oath and preserve it inviolate, may it be mine to
win the esteem of all men for all time, and to reap the
highest rewards hoth of life and of my art. But if I
violate my oath, and perjure my soul, may the veverse
of these things be my fate” B I b
