% 5th, That o general meeting of the
society for hearing the report and choosing
officers, shall be held annually, on the first
Tuesday of July, in rotation in thedifferent
churches of Pictou.

¢« Gth, That there shall be a suberdinate
annual meeting, at each ‘of the churches
within the bonuds of the society, for receiv~
ing subscriptions and donatiops.

¢« ith, That one half of the tunds of the
society shall be sent directly to the perent
institution, and the other hulf expended on
bibles, ag the Committee shall sce meet.

< 8th, That clergymen of all denomina-
tions, who shall be members, shall be
Directors.

¢ After these Resolutions were passed,
David Lowden was ohosen™¥ice President,
the Rev. James McGregor correspouding
Secretary, the Rev. 'Thomas McCulloch
Treasurer, and the Rev. Dunsun Ross Clerk.
The following gentlemen were chosen Di-
rectors till the fivast Tuesday of July 1874 :—
Donald Fraser (Thomas® son), Colin AcHay.
and Alesander Grant (miller), East River;
Anthony McLellan and George McConnell,
West River ; John Douglas, iiddle River =
Robert Lowden Esq. and Dankt Anderson,
Merigomishe.’”

From this importaut record, it sppears
that the Pizton Bible Socicty was established
in 1818, and from other sources we learm
that its institution preceded thot in Halifax
by six months. This procedence was yather|
unceremontously ignored by the metropolitan
society, which having assumed the somewhat
pompous title of the ¢ Nova Scotia Bible
Society,’® summoned the Pictou society to
surrender independent aotion, and rank
undet their bannor 23 ono of their branches.
This summouns was mest vespectfully but
firmly declined, on the ground of seniority,
and henoe o this day the two sopieties main-
tan separate correspondence with the parent
society. The Pigtou Auxiliary have well
supported their credit, and have for many
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years equallod, if they have not surpassed.
their competitor, n the amount of freo con-

tributions remitted to London. They have
farther well sustained thelr claim to senior-
ity, by being tho first to sound the {rump
of jubilee. '{hix, however, should not pre-
clude, but stim «ate to similar agtivity the
friends of every ausiliary in Nova Scotia.
The Halifux committee, we are pleased tosee,
have alrendy announced their intention to
follow out the recommendations of tho parent
sciety, and hove issued circulars, solicitiny
the co-operation of the several bronch
societics and Indies® associations throughout
the province. It would be & happy circum-
stance were all who annuslly contribute
either to the Hhalifas or Pictow societies, to
employ during the present yeor their best
cfforts to draw public attention to the parent
society, whose truly christiza career, when
properly understood, every true Protestant
must “delight to honor.”> Where public cele-
bration may be considered inexpedient, the
circulation of collecting cards, such ag have
been transmitted by the Tondon Comuittee,
would tend greatly to increase the interest
and swell the comtributions—objects, which
may be said to comstitute the substantial
honors, of the Jubilee, No onc can look at|f
the European continent in its present aspect
without discovering that Bible colportage is
the instrumentulity, destined undér an ol
wise and gracious providence, to eventusity,
and it may be speedily, evangelize the snti- ||
christian kingdoms now groaning under-the
