tion to h’s country, as hie was then rapidly improv-
ing ; hnt it pleased an all ruling Providence that it
should be otherwise, for he sk on the 27th of
May—aoppressed, T doubt not, by the anaounce-
ment of the crushing catastrophe that had befallen
his aftbeted country in the eversto-be-lamented
death of the Great Laberator, and immediateiy af-
ter the arrival of the heart of that illustrious man in
the tloly City.”

The Memorial de Rouen relates the following :
— A few days ngo several worklu’m'i were dining
tagether in o pnblic house at Goupillere, Renfeu-
geres, when one of them gave way to a habit of
swearing by God. ‘The master of the house made
remonstrance with him, which was taken in good
part.  Another man, however, a weaver, naned
Herubel, after denying the existence of a God, ut-
tered the most mipious langnage, at last said, in a
contemptuous tone. ¢ I will go and sup with yowr
God this night.” The words were scarecly pro-
nounced when the man fell dead upon the
ground, as i{ he had been struck by a thunder-
bolt.”

ITALY.
