EFFORTS TO GAIN THE EPISCO-
PATE IN AMERICA.

(CoxTiNUED.)

The first Rebellion in 1715 put an end
to the next attempt. No public allusion
to the subject occurred till 1740, when
Dr. Secker, Bishop of QOsford, in a ser-
mon before the S. P. G., plended for a
Bishop for America, In 1750 Bishop
Sherleck, of Londou, prosented to the
King in Council censiderations relating
to ecclesinstical government in Americi.
A plan was drawn up by Bishop Butler,
of Durham. It carefully considered the
prejudices against Biskops in the Cole-
nies. Thoere was te be no ceercive power
over the Jaily, nu interforence with the
Uovernors or magistrates in their powers
or privilages. Bishopa wore to be sup-
ported by the voluntary offerings of the
Church of Englard, No Bishop was to
reside in New England or Pennsylvauia,
where the government was in the hands
of Dissentors. - Opposition to Bishops
was now wido-sprewd. The opponents
in America were: 1. Those who under.
steod the difference between the spiritual
sud nceidental features of the Bishop's
pesition, but feared they would promete
the growth of the Church. 2. The igno-
rant, who identified Bishops with tyran-
ny. ‘ Those apostato mobarchs who
chastise us with scorpiems.” 3. Those
who understood the true position of a
Bishep, but who doubted the honesty of
tho introducers, or the practicability of
the measure. The plam failed. Tho
King set out for Hanover, and could net
give it his attention. The Dissenters
took advantage of thesc mensuras to in-
flame the popular mind against Bishops.
They had a Society in England in con-
stant earrespondence with the Society in
Ameriea,

In 1764 the S. P. G. roports 80 Mis-
sionary Stations and 72 Missionaries in
the limits of the present United States.
Thirty of these were in New England.
The Missionaries outside of Virginia and
Maryland were paid by the S. P. G, The
Socioty was charged with the attempl to
Episcopate centres, “because they sent
Missionaries to. places where there were
already godly and penceful ministers, and
net to hesthen districts.” Dr. Hawks
says that he cannot find any instances
whore the Society introduced itself hefore
mcn were asked for. The. Rev. Tast
Apthorpe, of Cambridge, defended theo
Society. He was answered by Dr. May-
hew, Gongregationalist, in a very vielent
pamphlet. Among many others, Arch-
bishap Secker replied te this in a pam-
phlet of rare ability, Ir. Mayhow re-
sponded in two 1eplicy, and these were
ireviswed by Aptherpe. Here this ter-
minated. Rav. Messrs. Cannon and
Johnson, in America,pleaded the Chureh’s
causo, Their reasons for desiring the
Episcopate were as follows :—1. While
all religious bodies can propagate their
ministry, the Church alore canmot. 2.
No Confirmations can be held. 3. There
can be ne proper superintendence of the
clergy. 4. The difficulties in obtaining
orders. The expense of the two veyages
i8 £109. The time consumed is a year.
The risk incurred is comsiderable, one-
fifth of those crossing the ecean for Ordi-
mation perishing. Thess were weighty
reasons, ard deserved prompt recognition.,
Still, the Church was doomed to mere
disappointment. In 1767, John Newhall,
‘Biskop of Llandaff, preached-before the
8. P. G. Cortain expressions as to
heatlienism were supposed to refer to Now
England. Whereupon Dr. Chas. Chauncy,
of Boston, teok up the cudgel:for the
Dissenters, and replied in letters to-a
friend. As,the remedy proposed was
Bisheps, the controversy was an exciting
one. - Mr. William Livingatons, a lawyer
of 'New -York, published a letter to the
Bishop ‘¢f Llandafi.
