The
plants should be watered throughly once a
week, by submerging the pots in a petl ot
water until no more air bubbles rise, and then
putting them on s tray or dish to druin. No
water shonld ever stand in the snucers of the
yots. The room shonld not be warmer than
60° to 65°, and should be free from gas
from a heater or conl-stove. Lice may be
destroyed by dipping the plants in hot water,
50 hot that {he hand can jnst bear it and no
more. Dip them in and take them out again
instantly, and repeat it two or three times.
It will not hurt the plants.

Diseasen Sueer.—The sppearance of the
soft watery swelling below the jaws of sheep
denotes either lung or liver disorder. Ii
accompanies either of theee, as the bload,
impoverished by mal-nutritfon. becomes thin
and watery, and dropsical effusion occurs.
If theskin and eyes are pale and the sheep
cough, the trouble may be looked for in the
Jungs, and it may be cauged by worms there
or bv inflammation. If the eyes and skin
aro yellow, tho trouble is in the liver, and
is probably caused by flukes or parsitic
worms ina the gall-bladder or by long-con-
tinued indigestion. In either case turpen-
tine may be given in doses of a tablespoon-
ful in the morping before feeding, and at
night give, in some feed, one drachwu of car-
bonate of iron and one drachm of ginger, pow-
dered.

Brack RoT 1¥ owis.—This disease, which
appears as a black gangrene or decay ot the
comb, and which spreads to the wattles and
head, i an anthrax fever similar in character
to the black quarler of calves. It is a blood
disense, which nppearsin the comb first doubt-
loss becnuse of the very dctive clrenlation of
blood there as shown by its deep red color.
it is caused by overfeeding and plethora and
gome disturbance of the digestion, combined
with woaut of ventilation. The want of
abundant pure airprevents, in all probability,
the prope- oxidation and and decarbonization
of the blood, which is the more injurious be-
cause the blood is londed with impurities.
The remedy is to give tar in the water and a
pinch of chlorate of potash once a day in
powder put down the throat. Alternately
with the chlorate of potash give one grain of
blue pill daily.

BEEF CATTLE.

The growing importance of boef ns a farm
product is causing much inguiry and interest
as to the different varieties of beef-cattle. It
is found that the so-called scrub or native
stock cannot bs fed profitably; ihat tbey
neither take on sufficient flesb, nor flesh of
sufficient value, nor meture ear coough to be
profitable feeders or compete with the produce
of the pure breeds. If there was but onekind
ot pure bred cottle the case would be simpli-
fied, but as there are several, and the circum-
stances of locality and feeding differ, it be-
comes & very interesting inquiry which kind
of cattle is the best under certain conditions
The Shorthorn, tha Heretord, the Devon, and
the Pollard Aburdeen nr Apgus are all now
competing for public favor. These cre all
good cattle, but each hag its place in which
non» of the others can successfully compete
with it. Where the Devon would live and
thrive the Shorthorn, or Hereford would
atarve, and whero these would do well the
Devon wonld not produce sufficient weightto
be profitable. The four breeds mentioned
comprise all the varieties of beef cattle that
are kept in America. 'The shorthorn is DLy
far the most popular aud numerous, and there
aro few persons engaged in agriculture that
are not acquainted with itand its history. Its
history dates back nearly n century, and it
was then a remarkable race both for beef and
thedairy. Sincethen ithas been very care-
fully bred and ig now the first beef animal in
exigtence. Its principal charactoristics are a
compact heavy frame, with deep brisket,
broad loins, short legs, short neck, fine head,
fine bone, but little offal; a roan or red and
white color, and short, finely curved horns.
It bas been tred in large numbers for many
years in Kentucky, but is now kept in nearly
every State in the Urion and in Canada.
Some families of the breed, which have been
specially bred for the purpose, are excellent
dairy asimais., The grades of shorthorn pro-
duced by crossing bulla upoun native cows
furnish the largest portion of the beef sold in
our markets, and the most productive dairy
cows are also shorthorn grades. Thia breed
requires high feedirg trom birth, and when
well cared for will mature for the butcher in
two years, reaching then a weight of 1,409
to 1,600 pounds or more, and averaging a
daily growth of 2§ poonds under the moat
favorable circumstances. ’

The Hereiord is the only cios: comipetiior

first prize in the 2-year-old clags, not for
weight, but for the better quality of the flesh
and its more profitable character as &
butcher's snimal.: This is tbe greatest re-
commendation of this race, the flesh of which
is finoly marbled or intermixed with fat, in-
stead of being overlald with it. The Here-
tord is an old established breed, dating back
much - further than the shorthoru. It Is
massive in form, has widespreading, and olten
drooping, liorns; is brick-red or brownish-.red
in color, with a white face, breast, and a
stresk on the back. Its general appearance
is not nearly so handsome or attractive as the
shorthorn, but o herd of them feeding ina
suitable pasture have =& plensing and
picturesque effect. The Poiled Aberdeen is
p newly introduced breed in this country. It
is an old and excellent race of beeves, and is
remarkable for its want of Thorus
Occasionally it carries off the first premiums
at the English fut cattle shows from both the
shorthorn and the Hereford. It is jet black
in color, with a square massive carcaxe, short
neck, and & prominence on the poll in place
of horns. 'Theabsence of tlese useless in-
cumbrances give it a certain preference with
those who handle cattle in transportation, but
the polled racesare not popular, and although
gaveral importations of thesu excellent cattle
havejbeen made, they do not seem to take with
the graziers or with farmers. There are only
a few herds in America, and they do not at-
tract much notice. This istheir ristortune
rather than their fault, for they area deserving
race, both for the breeder, the feeder, and the
butcher.

THE REBELLIOUS BOERS.
AYOTHER SUCCESS FOR THE [INSURGENTS —K.

RUSSELL ON TUHE AITUATION—WHAT THE
LONDON & TRUTH 7 THINKS ABOUT THE
MATTER.

Loxpox, Dec, 30.

A telegram to the War Oilice from Pieter-
maritzburg, dated December 30, reports that
the Boers captured Masjor Clurke, Police
Comwaeandant Ratfs and twenty men, who
were occupying the Court House at Patchef-
stroom. Xt isrumored thut the Doers occupy
P:etorin, and that the troops have retired to
the fort.

Dr. William II. Rassell, the well known ;

correspoudent, writes to the Duily Telegraph
this morning : On December 10th, 1874, tre
Buers met o the numuber of 6,300 ot Moutor-
fontein, and passed o series of resolutions an-
neuncing their unalterable resolve to regain
their independence and duly notify ihe au-
thorities of the fact. Exactly one year after
the meeting at Montor/ontein the Boers have
met as before nnd proclaimed a republic at
Heidelberg, and also de fuclo becawme in cpen
rebiellion, although their contention would be
that as they never acknowledged the npnexn-
tion of the Transvaal by Sir Theophilus
Shepston, and as tbey were acting under the
cover of the forms of tneir constitutien with
alegnlly elected President and a Volksraad,
they were only resisting a lawless invasion,
which all peacefnl remonstrance had failed
to abate. Martin Pretorias, Vice-President
of the Transvaal, and President of the Orange
River Free State, is o man of no great force
af character, ut has great infleence over the
Boers, which he derives from the connection
of his name with their troubtles and unbappy
hirtory, but Paul Kruger is a person of very
difterent type, and Joubert, tbe com-
mandant of the Boers, iz a compound of
Oliver Cromwell and Balfour of Barley.
Tt is nonsense to talk about the rising bsing
the work ot a few agitators, It isas nationul
u8 the Boers can makeit. Itisan expression
of anger and dislike to British rule. The
leaders are driven by the masses behind them.
When the authorities at Pretoria arrested
Mr. Celliers, editor ot the 1olksteih, for pub-
lishing the resolutions of the B« ers’ Govern-
ment at Heidiebery, and its onder not
to pay taxes, they must have seen
that a couflict was inevitable, unless
the lioers gove in, and one is at
o loss to komow why it should have been
taken for granted that a race so dogged, so
calm, and so patient should huve been judged
quite iccapuble of action, secing that their
records show of what worderful tenacity of
purpose their ancestors were possessed. If is
deplorable, that,if the Government were deter-
mined to keep the Transvaal by force and at ail
hazards, and to govern it by martial law,
they did not maintain such ;a force there, a8
would have convinced the Boers ol the hope-
lessness of armed resistance. It now only
remaing to he seen what turn the rising will
take till such time as the Britich army ix
strong enough to overrun the Pransvaal and
bring with them whatis after all something
very like civil war, with all its horrars. 1t
must be remembered that the Dutch in the
Cape Colony and Orange River Free State,
constitute an important factor in the Imperial
calculationsrespecting South Africa,andasthe
liome Government, as well ag the local authori-
ties, seem to have been cumpletely astray in
their estimate of the forces at warin the Boer
rising, let me express the earnest hope that
they will well consider not only the menns
to be nsed in repressing the revolt and in
punishing thoee who may deserve such treat-
ment, but elro the measures which are to
follow the mssertion of the Queen’s supramacy
over her unwilling subjects. (Sigued), W. H.
