If the literary celebritier who
frequented the old chop houses of Fleet Strect
in tha last centry could have been told that
in 1853 the West Eoud clubs would number
sixty thousind members they would have
treated the prophecy with ridicule. Never-
theless, cuch i3 the cose, nnd twenty clubs
could be numed, posseesing ia the aggregate
forty thousand memhers.

Among the oldest clubs are Wiite's,
Brook's, and Arthu’s in St J.araes street,
