16. We can make an important contribution to
reducing the dangers of proliferation and conven-
tional arms transfers. Our efforts and consulta-
tions on these issues, including with other supp-
lier countries, will be continued in all appropriate
fora so as to establish a new climate of global
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restraint. We will only succeed if others, including
recipient countries, support us and if the interna-
tional community unites in a new effort to remove
these threats which can imperil the safety of all
our peoples.
