THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA and THE GOVERNMENT 0F TUE
UNITED STATES 0F AMERICA, hereinafier referred to as the "Parties",

RECOGNIZING a mutual interest in the exploration and use of outer space
for peaceful purposes;

CONSIDERING the desirability of enhanced cooperation between the Parties
in huinan space ffight, space science and exploration, Earth science, civil
aeronautics research and other activities;

CONSIDERJ.NG the respective interests of the Parties ini the potential for
commercial applications of space technologies for the benefit of the peoples of
both countries;,

RECALLING their long and fruitful cooperation since 1959 ini the exploration
and peaceful use of outer space, through the successful implementation of
cooperative activities ini a broad range of space science and applications areas;

RECALLING the Agreement among the Government of Canada,
Governments ofMember States of the European Space Agency, the
Government ofJapan, the Government of the Russian Federation and the
Government of the United States ofAmerica concerning Cooperation on the
Civil International Space Station, doue at Washington on 29 January 1998
(hereinafler referred to as the "IGA");

RECALLING the Exchange of Notes constituting an Agreement between the
Government o/ Canada and the Government of the United States ofAmerica on
the A llocation ofIntellectual Property Rights, Interests and Royalties for
