4. How many were absorbed into other departments, and of these, whatare their names, salaries, and present occupations?

By Mr. Gillis:-1. What was the total amount of coal produced in theMaritime Provinces bought by the Canadian National Railway in the year 1951,from (a) Dominion Steel and Coal Corporation; (b) other coal operators?
2. What was the total amount of subventions paid to the Canadian NationalRailways for carrying Maritime coal to various subvention areas for the year1951?
