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This having been said, I have no alternative but to
make a ruling in conformity with the British precedents
relating to reasoned amendments and to tell the honour-
able Member that I do not think that the amendment
as proposed is acceptable. I do so with regret because
I appreciate the importance of the matter and the willing-
ness and anxiety of honourable Members to discuss in
relation to the second reading of the bill now before us
that aspect of the matter raised by the honourable
Member for Brandon-Souris. My conclusion must be that
the amendment cannot be put.
