SUGGESTED CONFERENCE WITH PROVINCES TO RESOLVE
PROBLEMS CONNECTED WITH FOOD PRODUCTION

Mr. H. W. Danforth (Kent-Essex): Mr'. Speaker, I
should like to direct my question to the Minister of
Agriculture. In view of the absolute necessity to increase
f ood production in Canada and the highly detrimental
effects of rising f arm costs as well as the scarcity of
competent farm ilabour, would the minister cail an emer-
gency conference between his provincial counterparts,
representatives of commodity groups, consumers and f arm
organizations in an attempt to resolve a critical problem
which can soon become disastrous?

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): Mr.
Speaker, I met as late as the day before yesterday with my
counterpart in Ontario. I have also discussed this question
with the Minister of Labour and with the Minister of
Manpower. I would point out to the hon. member that at
the present time there is more off shore farm labour avail-
able in Canada than at any time in our history. I wish that
some of the people who are unemployed would accept the
challenge to work on some of these farms and help harvest
the crops.

EGGS-EFFECT 0F HIGH COST 0F SOYBEAN MEAL-
GOVERNMENT ACTION

Mr'. Bill Frank (Middlesex): The minister told us he had
been talking to his counterpart in the government of
Ontario. Would he also consider contacting ail interested
parties to consider plans for temporary tarif f protection
for Canadian egg producers because of the great differen-
tial in the price of soybean meal between Canada and the
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United States, amounting to more than 250 per cent, as a
resuit of the temporary U.S. embargo?

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): We have
received representations on this question. I have met with
the National Farm Produets Marketing Council. We have
discussed this problemi with the trade, and with our off i-
cials, and we shall discuss it further in Charlottetown on
Tuesday, I hope. It is a situation which requires some
attention but I do not consider it as being so urgent that
immediate attention is required.

DISPUTE WITH NON-OPERATING RAILWAY EMPLOYEES-
