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ail added up, it made no sense at all. The Government has now
straightened out the mess.

I wouid aiso advise people to be carefui where the tax on
alcoholic beverages is concerned. Mr. Speaker, as you know, I
have some experience in this field. It would be very dangerous
for the moral heaith of Canadians to decontrol compieteiy the
sale of aicohoiic beverages. We got rid of that situation in
1900. We are not going to revert to a procedure or a system
for the sale of aicohoiic beverages that had proved to be
disastrous when it was abolished in 1900. Please understand
that a certain amount of reguiation in the sale of alcoholic
beverages is necessary, and when 1 hear people bragging about
breaking the law to serve illicit aicohol, weli, I get very angry,
because it is very dangerous, and it is a dangerous precedent,
whetber we are talking about beer, wine or pure alcohol or
spirits.

Mr. Speaker, these are the points I wanted to clear up
somewhat since I feit they had been overiooked.

Mr. Cassidy: Mr. Speaker, in repiy to my friend the Hon.
Member for LaSaile (Mr. Lanthier), whom I hoid in high
esteem, I suggest that his attitude toward the Government's
action seems to me to be somewhat on tbe defensive, and
understandabiy so. He cieariy disregards the fact that in my
remarks I criticized the policy of the Federai Government. The
reason I spoke French is that I represent a bilinguai riding and
that I amn an elected representative for the whoie of Canada.
He shouid flot exclude Quebec from Canada, even though
some of bis supporters might work for the Parti Québécois
during the forthcoming provincial election, I do not know. But
what I depiore both at the federal and provincial levels, Mr.
Speaker, is that there are two major parties in Alberta, British
Columbia and in Canada, and even in Quebec there are two
parties, the Liberals and the P.Q., which are leaning to the
right and flot paying attention to ordinary people. They disre-
gard their problems, just as the Federal Government does.
That is sornething the Minister chooses to ignore.

The Minister biamed me for forgetting the minimum tax. It
is very difficuit to forget something that does flot exist. No
specific step has been taken by the Government in this direc-
tion. One could read in last weekend's newpapers that the
Government is considering ending this session in December
and beginning a new one in February with a Speech from the
Throne, instead of trying to solve the problems of unemploy-
ment, regional inequalities, as well as those concerning women
and young people. We have a long list of problems to be
solved, incîuding the minimum tax, Mr. Speaker. But I should
like to remind the Parliamentary Secretary that the Minister
has failed so far to introduced a bill caihing for a minimum tax,
and it seems that this Conservative Government wili do every-
thing in its power flot to ievy such a minimum tax.

Some Hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Cassidy: I hope the Hon. Member will recognize that
my violation of the Iaw was perhaps a bit Iight-hearted but
aiso designed in order to prove a point that there was an unjust
Iaw. Whiie it was flot as unjust as somne laws that exist in this
country and certainiy many others, it should have been
changed. In fact, it was the pressure which came from
CAMRA, the Campaign for Real Aie in Canada, which 1
supported, that helped persuade the Government that it was
time that that uni ust iaw be changed.

I hope that some of the other unjust iaws in our country
which dîscriminate against women, young people and poor
people wili aiso be changed by the Government.
