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no one can tell. It may be predicted with some

degree of assurance, however, that his activities

are by no means over. The world, with justice,

expects much from him in the days that are to

come.

The foregoing constitutes but a brief and in-

adequate sketch of the activities of Liebknecht by
a personal friend who believes that in him the

world will recognize one of the most heroic figures

of the present crisis and that the day is near when
all Germany will proclaim him the man above all

others who "sowed the seed diat freedom men
might reap," and that not only in Germany.
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
