Managery
of great flnancial insututions are well
aware of the readiness with which burg-
dars can carry out their ¥urpose unless the
more recent appliances for protection are
used to baffle their designs. It is a mar-
ter of surprise that even expert burglars
~<ould have go easily rifled the safe.  Irom
the massive character of the bolts, and
the many ingenious appliances in use to
-ensure the custody of the money, books,
papers, etc., of the banx, one would think
the safe well nigh impregnable. In most
of the agencies of the Bank ef Montreal
and Merchants’ Bank a time lock Is used;

THIS HITS LOETGERT HARD,

Prof. Delafontalne Identified Several Bitls
of Boune, and Swere Positively
That They Were lluman.

Chicago, Sept. 10. —Shortly before the
Luetgert trial opened two muscular of-
cers brought in the drygoods box, with
its gruesome ccuicnts of bone, flesh,
slime and reeking cauvas, by examina-
tion of which the expert witnesses for
the State were expected to cstablish
both the possibility and the faet of a
human body having been disin‘egented
in the long wooden vat in the basement

of the sausage factory. S

Prof. Delafontaine, whose examination
was begun yesterday, was the first wit-
ness placed on the stand by the State.
The witness identified several wnits of
bone which he had received from In-
spector Schaack, asserting that the par-
ticles, were taken from the slime which
was designated as being the residue
taken from the sluice leading from the
vat. After a few minutes of guestion-
ing, the witness positively identitied *he
Lits of bone as human, asserting thgt
they were portions of joints from fin-
gers and toes. This is one of the most
important facts which the State expect-
ed to establish,

There was considerable progress in the
Luetgert trial to-day, particularly dur
ing the afternoon session. The day was
