Washington, D.C., Oct. 11.—The fina!
census report on the population of the
United States by sex,- nativity . and color
was Issued to-day. It shows that the

males number 39,059,242, or 51.2 per cent.,

of the total- population in 1900. The 1n-
crease of 13,233,631 in total population
since 1890 is made up of 6,744,179 males
and 6,480,452 females, an Increase of 20.Y
of males and 21 of females. The foreign
born element have Increased only 12.4 per
cent. and the native beorn population 22.5
per cent. since 1890. As to coler and race,
the population in 1900 comprises 66,990,502
white persons, and 9,312,585 colored per-
sons, the latter comprising 8,840,785 per-
sons of negro descent. The colored ele-
ment as -a whole shows an increase of
17.8 per cent. since 1890.

THEN HE APPEARED IN A “‘TOP”

But the Enthusiasm Was Splendid
When He Was Recognizede
Noisy Demonstrations,

Ever, memorable as will be the historic
events of yesterday, , the Innumerable

mingling in the day’s and night’s doings
gave zest and spice to the enjoyment of
the surging throngs who participated in
and witnessed them. They were charac-
teristic of and begun with the day.
‘“Where's the Duke?” and cries of ‘“There
he is!” “There's the Duke!” were shout-
ed by the excited, delighted, and many
of them mystified, spectators, when His
Royal Highness first set out in all the
magnificence of martial grandeur for the
review. The throng om Sijncoe-street,
which, after snatching a hasty breakf:
had taken up early position Yo view at:tt;
start for the review, was not expecting
that the admiral of the preceding glort-
ously eventful afternoon would ride fortn
on a white charger; that, in virtue of
his  exalted position, the Heir Apparent
was, according to time ‘and place, either
a soldier or a sallor, a general or an ad-
miral, The change from an admiral’s hat
to a gigantic ‘“busby” added to. the con-
trast, and defayed the pubilc’s recognition
of the Duke. Hence, those spectators
who first recognized him hurrahed ana
shouted ‘‘There’s the Duke!” while those
who innocently mistook him for one of
his own advanced guard emphatically in-
quired “Where is he?’ ‘“Where's the
Duke?’ Then he was*discovered. Then
the Simcoe-street spectators rose equal to
the occasion, and, with radiant faces, they
cheered their Prince, and voiced theln
loyalty.

In the afternoom, a simillar incidemt was
almost a duplicate. The Duke had ap-
peared as an admiral, had ridden forth
48 a general, and, in”almost all his por-
traits, was pictured in the splendor of
upiform. “Plug” hats might *'go” oam
royal groogns, and ‘‘blinkers’’ on ridden
steeds, but a prince of the blood royat
in a silk tile and attired a la Ald. Cox
was another matter, Hence, when re-
turning with the welght of the new ’Var-
sity honor upon already well betitled
shoulders, His Highness was again the
victim of ancther little mistake. This
time, it was on the Avenue, at its june-
tion with Queen-street. The first state
carriage drove past, with members of the
entourage in their shiny ‘‘toppers” and
black cloth. They were not regarded as
entitled to the cheers which were right
on tap for Their Highnesses, but the
opporfunity was almost lost, as, forgetful
that the ’Varsity function was not  one
for military or naval uniform, the spec-
tiators had the Duke and Duchess whirlea
past them before fully -realizing. that the
modest gentleman, who graciously was
raising his silk hat to them, was their
destined future ruler, to whom the hearti-
est of cheers were but their slightest of-
fering.

At night the viclnity of Government
House was besieged with eager and en-
thusiastic citizens, who hoped for another,
or it might be, in many cases, their first,
view of BSir Oliver's royal guests. The
glinting helmeqs of the mounted Body
Guards shome with electric sheen from
the llluminations of the famous old state
domicile. The scene was picturesque.
The multifude, in their eagerness, climbed
upon and’ clung to the palings, so intent
were many of the spectators on the pass-
ing show within. ‘When tije start tor the
function at the Parliament Buildings was
made, the throng left the palings, and
faced to the roadway, and, thru two liv-
ing walls of loyal subjects, the Duke and
Duchess passed onward, cheered by the
people, who envied not soclety its privi-
lege of proclaiming its loyalty with bow-
ings at the full-dress reception, they. The
People baving, at equally close range, had
their no less dearly cherished privilege of
attesting the depth of their loyaly by\u.\e
heartiness of their British cheers.

While the brilliant state dinner and re-
ception occupied the hundreds within the
Parliament Buildings last night, legions
of sightseers roamed the realm of en-/
rhantment afforded by the decorations and
brilllant illuminations of the streets. Jol-
lity and good humor prevalled every-
where. The strap-holdér in the suffocat-
ing car was as contented as the multd-
bondholder in the automobile cab. Here
and there a jostle, a hustle, and, now
and then, a .slightly pugnacious scuffie
marked the movements of the crowds, but
the gentlemen in blue, with their ‘‘spe-
cial” colleagues of the garter-striped
wristlets, had almost a sinecure, all things
considered. The practical joker was much
in evidence. The gang of gamins, who
had, the night before, paraded with horn
and tinpot band, and his Satanic Ma-
jesty as leader, made their second ap-
pearance, with an indescribable rig, drawn
by juveniles, the occupants of the rig im-
personating, with.measurable success, the
bowing of certain very highly exalted and
everywhere respected personages. The
students; who paraded in a hay wagon as
hayseeds, were a glorious success. There
were scores of others, and twg, hundred
thousand participants will, for years, de-
light to tell ‘‘there was a sound of revelry
by night.”

SAME CROWD, SAME NOISE.

Night’s- Demonstration Quite
as Big gs the First.

Last night witnessed a recurrence of
Thursday’s scenes on the streets. It was
more pleasant celebrating and the enthusi-
asm was even more pronounced. Kvery
street down town, where Illuminations
were to be seen was crowded with merry
people, - shouting thru megaphones and
toeting horns.- They were the eame
people who tramped the ,slushy streets
Thursday night, evidencing the fact that
too much cdnnot be had of a good thing.

1t is remarkable that such crowds could
move about without accident. Yet no
one was hurt. Car driv had to exer-
cise an extraordinary amount of caution
to prevent running down excited and en-
thuslastic citizens. Drivers .of vehlcles,
alse, are to: be complimented for their
consideration of the welfare of pedes-
trians. Fractious' horses might have
brought disaster to many, but the sawa
horses were not there. They were the
tamest lot of steeds that ever drew a bit.

To-night the city will be ablaze for the
last tifme om such a scale, perhaps, In
the lives of many. Then the city will
gettle down to business and to the more
