ity In shipments of groceries and heavy 
goods, wholesalers in hardware, metals, 
paints, etc., all reporting a continuance of 
the brisk movement. The mostly cool, damp 
weather of the last two or three we-ks 
has not favored activity iu retail dry goods, 
but most of the larger wholesale1 houses 
are doing a very fair sorting business;. The 
spring boot and shoe trade is pretty well 
over, and there will not be much cutting 
of stock for the next month, so that the 
local demand for leather is Quiet at the 
present, but there is a good export move­
ment in sole. Samples of fall footwear are 
out, and already some good orders are re­
ported from coast points. No very marked 
changes In values are reported. Sugars are 
easier by ten cents a cental than a week 
ago. Cut nails are advanced 10 cents a 
keg, and wrought spikes are a little dear­
er.
