ing 00 cents an hour, and carpenters 
$3 a day, while rents have jumped to 
figures that the working people are un­
able to pay. For a house that rented 
for $12 a month four years ago, Mr. 
May has been paying $22.50, and the 
owners gave him notice of a further 
boost to $25. Just now. the city Is full 
of visitors who are unable to secure 
accommodation, and fancy prices are 
being offered for houses.

If a settler has ample cash, he is 
wise in taking up land, Mr. May thinks, 
but fhe trouble has been that many 
of the Immigrants reach the West with 
no money at all, and they are, conse­
quently,dependent upon the wages they 

during the harvest operations. 
When these are over, the harvesters 
return to Winnipeg, and, with living 
expenses beyond their slender means, 
they are soon in the position of newly- 
arrived immigrants — broke. Mr. May 
says that many of the settlers are rob­
bing the soil, and that a failure of the 
crops would cause a stampede out as 
heavy as the rush that is now heading 
in. Mr. May will not return "to Winni-
