the senate to-day Sir Richard Cart­
wright said the reports that Sir Fred­
erick Borden had been conducting ne­
gotiations regarding the entry of New­
foundland Into confederation were an 
invention. Sir Mackenzie Bowell gave 
notice of motion to produce the corre­
spondence between Sir Frederick Bor­
den and Mr. Crowe.
