New York, Sept. 7—A riot broke up
a series of athletic games being held
in Celtic Park, Long Island City, by
the New York Cledoaia *Club early
last evening. ix IIriSshmen said to
be ringleaders in an-attempt to in-
ferfere with the Scotch outing were
arrested charged with disorderly con-
duct and intoxication.

The Caledonia Club, thé- largest
Scottish organization in. New York,
arranged to hold its sixty-fourth an-
nual games this year in Celtic Park,
which is owned by the Irish-Ameri-
can Athletic Club. Early in the after-
noon about 600 Scotchmen appeared
in the park in kilts and started their
games. Word reached the Irish or-
ganization that the Scotch were in
control and the former resented it.
Small parties of Irish began to drift
into the park and several fights took
place. These were subdued without
the police being called in, but by 6
o’clock fighting thruout the park was
general.

Someone sent in an alarm to the
Hunter’s Point police station and a
riot squad headed by Inspector Ryan,
went.to the scene. Captain McNally
and Sergeants Hart, Hoffman, Diveny
and McManus were in charge of some
thirty police reserves, and they
sSwooped down upon tneé disturpers.
The police used their clubs freely, but
it was some time before they got the
disturbance under control. Two am-
bulances were called from the St.
John’s Hospital, but the  physicians
worked with. several doctors in the
crowd, and broken heads were patched
up without the necessity of using the
ambulances.

Although numerous bagpipe playing
and Highland fling contests -were
staged for the . evening, the police
drove everybody out of the park and
closed it up.

Asserted That Cork Jail Of-
ficials Were Putting in
Stimulants. ©

Cork, Sept. 7.—This is the twenty-
eighth day s'nce theé eleven hunger-
strikers in Cork jail refused food.
Sean Hennessy, 19 years of age,™of
Ballingarry, Limerick, and Thomas
Donovan, Emly, Limerick, are said
to be suffering severely, Hennessy
with blood poisoning of the leg, and
Donovan with an abscess of the
mouth.  Since Thursday last, when
the prisoners refused to permit the
jail doctdr to visit them, they have
had no medical attention, being
cared  for by nuns day and night.

A fortnight ago, the prisoners re-
fused to take even water, asserting
that the prison officials were putting
stimulants into the water, and they
thirsted as well as starved until the
nuns appeared and gave them water
with their own hands.

Careful Precaution Taken.

The: correspondent of the Associated
Press called at the jail this morning,
but he was refused- permission to see
the prisoners or even 'to interview the
prison authorities. The warden at the
gate,- which he opened sufficiently wide
to. reveal inside soldiers with rifles and
machine guns, explained that only re-
latives of the prisoners were (permitted
to enter. -

Cork jail is an ancient stone pile. A
machine gun peeped thru the narrow
window commanding the entrance. On
the tower, rising from the middle of the
prison, was' to be seen a soldier swith
o bayoneted rifle pacing up and down.
