At Princeton, N.J.—Prtneeton’e foot­
ball eleven on Saturday broke a hoodoo 
of 23 years and defeated Yale for the 
second year in succession. In runnnlag 
up a score of 20 points, including two 
touchdowns and two field goals, against 
nothing for Yak, Don Lourie of Peru, 
Ills., Mike Calahan of Lawrence, Mass., 
and Stanley Keck of dreenibung, Penna., 
put themselves in the galaxy of courage­
ous orange and black heroes, who have 
contributed sensational features in de­
feating an ancient foe.

Lourie made the prettiest play of the 
game just as the first half was coming 
■to an end. Princeton had the ball for a 
finst down 41 yards away from Yale’s 
goal. It was obvious that there was 
little time left in the period. Keck 
dropped back from the line to the kick­
ers’ position and Lourie lay on (toe 
ground In front of him at the "51-yard 
line as if to hold the 'ball for a place 
kick, Keck being particularly adept in 
that respect.

Then ensued- a surprise. Lourie re­
ceived the pass perfectly from Captain 
Mike Callahan, scrambled to his feet, 
circled Yale’s right wing, dodged, sidle- 
stepped and straight-armed and crossed 
the last white line to the amazement at 
iboth the Yale team and the ‘60,000 
ta tors.

Princeton’s cup of Joy began to run 
over before the third period was less 
than two mi-nutes old. Princeton punted 
on the first ’line-up of the half from 
Its own 30-yard line to Yale’s 20-yard 
line, where Thorne Murphy misjudged 
Scheerer’s spiral and muffed it. As the 
■ball rolled back toward the Yale goal, 
Mike Callahan picked It up and aroMed 
across the Yale goal line for another 
touchdown.

Later In the third period Keck kicked 
a field goal from the 36-yard line with 
Lourie holding the ball Just as he had 
bluffed at doing before, making his sen­
sational run. Keck kicked 'both gbals 
after the touchdowns. /

The other Princeton score was a field 
goal by Murray on the f.rst play of the 
second period, a drop kick from the 35- 
yard line.

Yale never compared with Princeton 
except for a flash in the second period, 
when, after advancing the ball from Its 

43-yard line to Princeton’s 22-yard 
line, it found its offence checked and 
tried for a field goal. Murray made 
the attempt standing on his own 30- 
yard line, but the bal was wide. Never 
again was the Princeton goal line In 
danger Tim CallaHan, the Ell captain, 
was shifted to right guard away from 
Brother Mike. He was never heard from.»

Pennsylvania suffered Its fourth 
straight defeat at Philadelphia when the 
Dartmouth eleven scored a 44 to 7 vic­
tory. The first period gave promise of 
a dose game, but after a brief stand 
the Pennsylvania team went to pieces 
and Bower, with the first touchdown for 
Dartmouth, started the rush which 
amassed the highest score against the 
Philadelphians this year.

The sudden drop in the temperature 
during the latter part of the week great­
ly reduced the attendance at the weekly 
race meet at Dufferin Park on Saturday 
afternoon, but, happily, had no adverse 
effect on the type of sport that has 
characterized these meets all fall. The 
three events retained the interest of the 
crowd until the deciding heat, altlio the 
conduct of the drivers in one race was 
very displeasing to the speculating pub­
lic, and incited the only suspicion of 
fraud that has been voiced in the en­
tire series.' The first intimation that 
everything- was not on the square occur­
red during the opening heat of the 2.18 
pace. Tony the Hero had been bet off 
the books, despite superior opposition. 
Shortly after receiving the word he went 
to the front, hipped by Paddy Patchen. 
Every driver seemed intent on keeping 
him in that position, and no effort was 
made by the drivers of Jack Powers or 
Rena Bison, the two known fast ones, 
until part-way up the stretch. Needless 
to state, this was of no avail, as was 
undoubtedly planned, and Tony the Hero 
won by half a length from Jack Powers. 
T ie time announced, 2.27, further aroused 
the Ire of-the judges, and the drivera of 

'Jack Powers and Rena Bison wert each 
assessed $25 later in the afternoon for 
not trying. Before the second heat they 
were warned of 'the consequences should 
not a more strenuous effort be made to 
win. and the result was soon apparent, 
as Jack Powers had the pole from Tony 
the Hero before the first turn was reach­
ed, leading thruout by stalling off the 
belated drive of Rena Bison, who was 
never called upon until the last eighth. 
Tills heat was nearly seven seconds 
faster than the preceding one, and the 
judges took command of Rena- Charlie 
Dennis was given the mount for the bal­
ance of the race, but failed to improve 
her position.

l Chicago, Nov. 14.—“We want to see 
in charge of the leagues in Canadayou

as well as in the United States,’’ George 
T. Maines, president ot tire Michigan- 
Ontario League, told Judge Kenesaw M.' 
Landis on Saturday, when a delegation 
pf minor league presidents called on the 
newly-appointed one-man baseball com­
mission to tell him they favored coming 
under hs direction. “Your appointment 
Is the greatest thing In the world,” he 
told Judge Landis, “and the good I know 
will result from it must not be confined 
\o the U. S.”

The support of these men for the re­
organization plan almost assures Its ac­
ceptance by the minor leagues, it Is be­
lieved by baseball men. here.

The National League has appointed 
Garry Herrmann of Cincinnati, Barney 
Dreyfuss of Pittsburg, and Charles Eb- 
bets of Brooklyn Its committee to ar­
range officially with the minor leagues 
for them to come under Judge Landis’ 
control. Clarke Griffith ot Washington, 
Frank Navin of Detroit and Connie 
Mack of Philadelphia were appointed to 
represent the American League. They 
will meet a minor league committee of 
six within a week or two. If the minor 
leagues officially approve the reorganiza­
tion plans a new national agreement 
and rules governing the game will be 
drawn at à joint major and m.nor meet­
ing in New York or Chicago in De­
cember. Judge Landis would attend 
this meeting.

The approval of Judge Landis as sole 
arbiter by the six mi.nor leagues’ re­
presentatives mentioned above followed 
a conference between them and Presi­
dent John Heydler of the National 
League and other club owners. After list­
ening to the major leaguers’ explanation 
of the plans the minor officials proceed­
ed to Judge Landis’ offli/e and declared 
their intention to “come under his wing.”

Varsity* play-off for the championship 
of the senior Intercollegiate union will be 
played off in Kingston next Saturday. 
This was decided at a meeting of tne 
executive of the C.I.R.F.o. held here 
this (Sunday; morning at 10 o’clock, to 
decide a place for the play-off. The 
McGill representative argued that the 
play-off snould take place in Montreal 
because of alleged agreement in 1914 that 
tiie losers of the toss on that occasion 
should have the next play-off on their 
own held.

As there was no mention of such an 
agreement in the minutes of the execu­
tive, and as Toronto representative on 
that occasion remembered nothing of 
such an agreement, it was decided by 
the executive that Varsity were under no 
obligation to play In Montreal, 
fore the question of a neutral field 
discussed, Ottawa and Kingston 
both considered.
