They have alleged, however, sim-
ply that the Amana community is ex~
ceeding its . corporate powers, violat~
ing the State law, and practically
carrying on a great business without
authority. For, the lawyers explain,
the society is incorporated as a re-
ligious and benevolent one; it has'the
general powers conferred by the State
on such societies. But it has no pow-
er to carry on a general land owner-
ship, operation of mills, factories,
water powers, stores, shops and trad-
ing establishments, warehouse, com-
mission dealings, etc. Therefore, it is
asked to be dissolved. It is further
alleged that the society, as a relig-
‘ious and benevolent organization, has
| long escaped a large share of its just
dues to the State in the form of
| taxes. |
| It is interesting to note here that |
| the identical cause which brought |
| about the downfall of Icaria is caus-
|ing the attack on the Amana com-
|munity; namely, the impatience of the
| younger members. The beauties of a
Socialistic state. in which nobody
yearns for wealth because everybody |
| has all he nceds; in which there is no |
‘mad race for wealth, because wealth
lis not the standard by which success |
is measured; in which poverty is un- |
known and equality reigns—all these
{things appeal powerfully in theory; |
|but in practice, as the Icarians and
| the Mennonites in' Towa have learned, |
|they will not hold their people to-|
| gether as against the lures and at-
tractions of the world.

“These things, which Socialistic ex- |
istence assures, are 'not the sum of
life,”” said a young Mennonite in dis-
| cussing the matter. ““They are, aiter
lall, the negative advantages. No-
body wants to be poor; but nobody is
i thankful for preservation from® pover-
| ty, because he doesn’t doubt his abil-
|ity to keep ahead of the shounds in the
ifnzé' struggle for existence. Nobody is
| thankful for equality, because nohody
wants equality or believes in it. Show
me » man who is willing to admit his
inferiority to some other man, and 1
will show you also a man who is
{struggling to make himself the super-
jor to somebody else; and he gets his
| satisfaction by comparing himsell
|with the person to whom he believes |
wlhimselt superior. The jndividualistic
| state, the free-for-all, the survival of !
{the fttest—that is the social doctrine |
| that after all appeals to people. |
|Look . at our community? None!
of us i8 poor or over-worked or|
fearful lest he may be shelterless in|
his old age. We need not carry life |
insurance, because the community’s|
wealth is back of every individual and
every family. And yet, every year,
every decade, has seen our young men
and our young women less satisfied
with thein condition. Why? Because
they long to be free, to tel their
powers in the race in which there is
no handicap, no advantage, no award
save on the merits. That is what
they want. It is human nature, and

there's the end of it.”’

At Amana strangers may not re-
main without permission; and tne
members of the society are kept care-
fully apart from mingling with the
hired laborers. In Amana nobody
works long or difficult hours; nobody
wastes time going to town; these
things are ordered in such fashion as
to make the minimum of properly
directed effort serve the purpose. 184
ijs seldom even in the heat and pres-
sure of harvest time that the Aman-
jtes work over ten hours a day; their
neighbors who live under the strictly

individualistic system will be found
at the same reason working sixteen
hours a day, and then not getting
done.

The Amanites live longer than
their neighbors;- they are the most
long-lived community in Iowa. They

Among the Amanites, however,
there is a tendency to late marriages
and to lifelong singleness. For this
the explanation is difficult; yet the
same condition has been observed
among the Icarians, and in almost
every other Socialistic society that
has ever existed long emough to af-
tord a basis for statistics. At Am-
ana and in the villages and ~on the
farms of the Amanites, you will find
a strange proportion of gray-haired
maidens and bachelors. Are they
happy and contented? Have they
taken up this lot from choice,or from
other motive? Is it best for the
community that they should live
thus? Whatever may be the ans-
wers on these questions—a.nd they
are as varied as the number of indi-
viduals—it is certain that Socialistic
or Communistic communities always
discourage early marriages, look
with no great favor on marriage at
all, and tend to encourage celibacy
as a great virtue. This is a curious
fact; but it is proved by all exper
jence. It is the outgrowth of @
strange jealousy of posterity, a feel-
ing of unwillingness to trust it too
far, a fear that it may not prove 80
capable of caring for itself. It is of-
ten sald that the hard economic con-
ditions of our close competitive /ys-
tem tend toward race guicide: but
experience of Communistic
community proves that the easy eco-
nomic conditions of the Communistic
regime are still:more conducive to ve-
striction of the increase of popula~
tion.

The colony cannot be said to be
popular with surrounding people.
though from the moral point of view
it is above suspicion. It has bet?n
progressive in substantials; the vil-
lages, the stores and the homes are
models of neatness and cleanliness.
The people are the same. The schools
are good, so far as they go, which
is not very far. The people taKe
small interest in politics, for obvious
reasons. It would be contrary to
their fundamental idea of non-resis-
tanca to assumo a leading part in the
turmoil of politics. They seldom
vote. Sometimes at State and
county elections, when they conceive
their interests as a community to be
directly afiected, they vote; but al-
most never at national elections.
This one peculiarity has contributed
considerably to make them . unpopu-
Jar with their neighbors, for they
have long been recognized as wielding
the balance of political power in the
county. and their leaders fhave been
frecly accused of great cleverness in
having their people vote or not vote,
according as would best serve their
purposes

The Amianites live well up to their
religious professions. Few  sects
anywhere could be reasonably accused
of less hypocrisy than these simple
people. Altogether they make up one
of the most. remarkable and interest-
ing communities in the country. Men
have come from almost every con-
tinent of the world to studv this
commonwealth which centres in this
village of Amana; and it has been de-
clared by many observers to be typi-
cal of all that is best, and also of
all that is weakening and dangerous,

RELIGIOUS WAVE
REACHES CANADA.

Old Fashioned Revival Services
to be Held in Toronto.

(Toronto News.) '

The great wave of revivalism which
had its inception in Wales by the re-
markable young Welsh miner, Evan
Roberts, who has converted swear-
jng colliers into hymn gingers, and
nearly emptied the public houses, and
spread to London, where Alexander
and Torrey have taken the Albert
Hall, and are making a bold attempt
on the convertion of the aristocrat-
ic section of the metropolis, seems to
be gradually extending to Canada.

Two important religious bodies in
Toronto are preparing for the re-
vival, and last wetk the matter was
discussed by the Presbyterians, who
are expected shortly to take definite
action. The Methodists have now de-
cided to revive those old-time enthu-
siastic religious gatherings, of which
their ancestors were the pioneers, and
carried to such successful jssues. They
purpose holding a series of meetings
in the city, in whichall the ministers
of the denomination will take part,
and thus stir up a new and vigorous
enthusiasm in the religious world.

The question was discussed at a
lengthy meeting of the Methodist Min-
isterial Association this morning at
the Wesley Building. Every Method-
ist minister will commence the work
jmmediately. One well-known minis-
ter said: ‘‘We believe many are! now
wearied of seeking after wealth and
other worldly gain. They are] now
seeking a knowledge of spiritual
things.”’

Bishop Vincenty of the Methodist
Episcopal Church, United States
(North), who has been conducting re-
vival services at Baltimore, has been
invited to take part in the work, and
he will probably, preach for a week in
the Metropolitan Church some time
during April.
