Such a large nmumber of non-union ma-
chinists are applying for membership in
the unions in Pittsburg district that all
the first-class machinists will be in the
unions before July 1.

A few years ago the International Ma-
chinists’ Association spent several million
dollars to institute a mine-hour day. Now
preparations for a national strike, at the
order of the International Association are
being made for an eight-hour day.

The Amalgamated Leather Workers’

picking berries should wear muzzles to
prevent their eating the fruit was can-
called. The order was cancelled and tne
boys returned to work.

An agreement has been reached where-
by Sacramento, Cal., becomes a “closed
shop” town, so far as building trades are
concerned. The agreement is signed by
{he Builders’ Association, the Contrac-
tors’ Association and the Building Trades
Council, and includes all trades and con-
tractorns engaged in the building industry.

The number of immigrants arriving at
New York for the year ending June 31,
will probably reach the 1,000,000 mark;
