It followed
his recent visit to the general staff,
where he attended a meeting of the
council of ministers.

During his incumbency, M. Sazanoff
completed highly important agreements
with Great Britain, -relative to Persia.

BEATH OF “THE HODSIER POET”

James Whitcomb Riley, “the Hopsier
poet,” who died suddenly in Indianapolis
on last Saturday night, was one of the
best loved of American poets. His dia-
lect and humorous poems first brought
him to the attention of the public and
his reputation had been sustained by a
steady output over a long period of
time,

He was born in 1849 in Indianna, the
state which has produced so many Am-
erican writers, in the town of Green-
field. He first worked as a journeyman
sign writer, then joined a  theatrical
troupe, when his literary ' proclivities
found expression in the re-writing of
plays and writing songs for the com-
pany. He first began to publish his
poems in the local papers in 1875, his
first efforts being in the “Hoosier” dia-
lect.

For some years he travelled with the
late “Bill” Nye, humorist, giving public
entertainments. He was a member of
the American Academy of Arts and
Letters. Some of his best known works
are: “The Old Swimmin’ Hole” and
“’Leven Other Poems,” “The Boss
Girl and Other Sketches,” “Afterwhile,”
Pipes O’ Pan at Zekesbury,” “The Fly-

As time goes on people grow more
observant. They begin to perceive that
quite too many of those who cut a dash
in uniforms have no inteition of cut-
ting wire entanglements in Flanders.

In
a sense the statement is not without
truth; but the western Liberals are not
worrying about the situation. They are
doing their own thinking, and they do
not feel the need of leadership of the
kind known to the newspaper in ques-

‘| tion; the leadership that instructs the

people what they are to do, what they
are to think and whom they are to
elect. Western Liberalism to the eye
of the political machinist may have an
appearance of disorganization at the
moment;
more alive, nor has it ever held grater
promise of usefulness to the people of
Canada. Organization and leadership
will emerge when their need appears;
that is to say, before the next Dominion
contest. Meanwhile Tories of the old
thoroughgoing type are becoming an ex-
tinct specimen in western Canada. There
is something in present-day conditions
in western Canada that is fatal to Tory-
ism; and the one-time adherents of the
party of trade restrictions and corpora-
tion affiliations are finding themselves
one with the “leaderless” Liberals in a

great movement that promises to send !

a body of representatives to Ottawa at
the next election which will be numer-
ous enough and able enough to give the
west, at last, the power in parliament
which it should wield.
