cost $80,000, towards which Halifax men 
have already subscribed $4,000, and it 
is preposed to locate it on the outskirts 
of some town, or city, where It will 
have the advantages of water, light and 

1 sewerage. It should occupy at'least ten 
acres to allow plenty of room for out­
door life. Local jealousies can be avoid­
ed by leaving the choice of the site to 
two church secretaries living as faraway 
as Toronto.

“It is'prdposed that the control of the 
home shall be vested In the board of BSml 
temperance and moral reform of the1 1 
Methodist church, and the board of so­
cial service and evangelism of the Pres­
byterian church, acting through a local 
board of management. The Baptists of 
the maritime provinces intended to deed 
with the matter at their last annual 
convention but no action was taken. The 
executive of the convention, however, Is 
in sympathy with the project and 
promises to see that the matter is 
brought before the convention thi* year 
for definite action.

“The bishops of Fredericton and Nova 
Scotia were approached on the matter, 
but felt unable to commit their dioceses 
to co-operation without consulting their 
synods. They, however, favor the move­
ment

“The home will be a Protestant home 
conducted oh non-sectarian lines. It will 
be supported chiefly by government 
grants from the province sending the 
girls. The government of Nova Scotia 
has engaged to pay $100, and perhaps 
$150, a year for each girl, the govern­
ment of New Brunswick $150 a year, 
such sum to be paid by the municipality 
from which the girl comes, and the 
government of P. E. Island, $150 a year 
for each girl. There will be no an­
nual appeal to the public.

“A> superintendent will have to be 
carefully chosen for the home, as on 
him, or her, will depend the value of the 
training. Following up work will be 
done by probation officers."

Other Speakers.
Those present at the meeting were in­

vited to ask any questions or make ob­
servations on the matters that had been 
brought to thtir notice. Rev. F. S. Port­
er said that in vtew of the fact that de­
linquent Protestant girls sentenced in 
St John John were sent to jail, the 
Catholic girls being sent to the Home of 
the Good Shepherd, he' had heard with 
much pleasure of Dr. MacMillan’s pro­
posals. Rev. H. B. fhoraas enquired 
whether it was quite certain that the 
grants would be forthcoming from New 
Brunswick, pointing out that as the 
Catholics care for their own children 
they might raise objection to grants for 
Protestant delinquents.

Mayor Frink pointed out that In the 
Boys* Industrial Home at St John a 
sum of $150 is paid annually by the gov­
ernment for each boy. Roman Catholic 
clergymen visit the home regularly. He 
commented on the practice of sending 
boys to the home for truancy and 
thought this was a great mistake, as

METHOD OF SUPPORT

No Public Appeal For Funds— 
Committees Appointed to Fur­
ther Project

MUTT COMPANY

Rev. J. Wr. MacMillan, D.D., of Hali­
fax, delivered an interesting address 
last evening in Bond’s restaurant on the 
subject of a maritime home for delin­
quent Protestant giris. Rev. Gordon 
Dickie presided. Many of the clergy, 
and representatives of the different de­
nominations in the city were present to 
listen to Dr. MacMillan’s forceful argu­
ments in favor of a project which, as 
yet, has received more attention in 
Nova Scotia than in the other maritime 
provinces.

After a few preliminary remarks on 
the subject of infant mortality, the- 
speaker said: “The young are impres­
sionable far beyond Adults; what they 
are when they arrive at the age of 
twenty they will, almost without excep­
tion, continue to be. During their year* 
of frailty, if they are to be robust and 
useful in *he true sense, something must 
be done for them. We must consider 
the children whilst they are normal, and 
see that they are normally placed. If. 
they become abnormal, defective, or de­
linquent, they must be cared for. It is 
to the delinquent class of girls that I 
desire to direct your attention.”

The speaker then outlined the mod- 
procedure ifi dealing with delin­

quents, with particular reference to the 
juvenile courts, the effect of supervision 
and control by probation officers, and 
of suspended sentences, remarking that 
a faithful interpretation of the law on 
the subject, combined with right action 
by a carefully chosen probation officer, 
wa* all important 
The Proposed Home.

With regard to the proposed home, 
Dr. MacMillan pointed out that it was 
intended to be a home or school for de­
linquent Protestant girls, there bring al­
ready in existence Institutions for Prot­
estant boys and for Roman Catholic 
boys and girls of the delinquent class.

“It is not to be an orphanage, not a 
Home for mental defectives, not a rescue 
home for adult prostitutes. Wayward 
girls can be reformed only when kçpt 
separate from other classes. It Is not 
proposed that the home shall be self- 
supporting, and any money that the in­
mates may earn by sewinc. garden 
wotk, and so on, must not be reckoned 
with in considering the matter of their 
support. There must be educational fa­
cilities, and vocational training, to be 
of use to them when they, in due course, 
go out into the world; and also proper 
discipline, of the invisible moral sort, 
and physical rehabilitation. All must 
agree that moral and religious training 
must receive every attention.

At the regular meeting of the board 
of trade yesterday the report of the traf­
fic committee was heard. Percy W. 
Thomson, the chairman, reported that 
letters had been sent Hon. Robert Rog­
ers, minister of public works, and Hon. 
J. D. Hazen, urging more rapid wharf 
construction and asking If the Connolly 
contract had been cancelled. A reply 
from Mr. Rogers said that the matter 
had not yet been decided. No reply has 
yet been received from Mr. Hazen.

The committee's report also dealt with 
the matter of safeguards for navigation, 
the St. John-Yarmouth steamer serv­
ice, on which the opinion of all the local 
merchants had been asked. Customs 
clearing formalities and the matter of 
urging the government to construct the 
two new wharves at Reed’s Point were 
also touched upon.

The report of the housing committee 
was also'submitted. J. H. Doody, who 
is to tour the West Indies, was appoint­
ed a delegate from the local board to 
confer with the other boards on the Is­
lands.
