HOSPITAL FOR
CONSUMPTIVE
CHILDREN

First of Its Kind in the World—
—Muskoka Now Has Total
Capacity of 300

Toronto, July 24—A new pavilion and
a new cottage are in course of construc-
tion at the Muskoka Free Hospital for
Consumptives. When these are completed,
the accommodation for patients at the
two Muskoka institutions will be increas-
ed to three hundred.

New buildings at the hospital for con-
sumptives near Westorf are also being
rushed forward. These include a large
fireproof hospital, to replace the buildings
destroyed by fire some time ago, and a
new hospital for consumptive children. The;
corner-stone of this latter /inetitution was
laid by the Duke of Connaught recently.
The hospital is the first of its kind in the
world. Two new long pavilions are also
being erected. .

With the completion of these buildings,
the total accommodation for :consumptives
at Muskoka and Weston will be increased
to six hundred patients by the close of
the year.

 GIRL SEES IN THE DABK

Describes Pictures and Reads Lstters
and Books With Ease,
He Says

FORETELLS LOCAL EVENTS

Impersonates & Man in Her Moods,
Hven to Smoking a Pipe.

(New York Sun.)

The Sun printed a despatch yesterday
of the reported ability of Miss ' Bessie
Stewart, twenty-two-year-oid- daughter of
a farmer of Wellaville (Mo.), to read from
books and describe pictures in ‘the dark
when in a trance state due to hysteria.

Her physician, Dr. T. H. Winans, of
Mexico (Mo.), telegraphed' the following
account of this strange case last night at
The Sun’s request:

Mexico, Mo., July 21—I will write you,
what took place during one of my wvisits to
my patient, Miss Bessie Stewart, of Wells-
ville (Mo):"

As we drove up to the house about 5
p. m. her father said, “There she is now.”

I looked and saw a tall graceful girl
dressed, as she thought, for a party in a
pink dress with low neck and short
sleeves. A gold chain with locket attach-
ed hung around her neck. She was toss-
ing an apple with one hand and catching
it with the other.

She was oblivious of everybody and
everything and no one could say er do
anything that would make her pay the
least heed. A dog suddenly barking or
any noise or crash of falling tin pans
apparently was not heard. Her eyes were
open, but one could not make her see any-
thing, nor answer any questions, nor talk
about anything whatever except what hap-
pened to be on her mind. °

The expression’ of her face was as of
one in a trance. She went from this toss-
ing of the apple to eating grapes and a
vpeach, exerciging care to let nothing get
on her dress, Then she climbed a high
gate and sat on top of a higher post with
her feet on top of the gate, assuming dif-
ferent graceful postures.. Then she wan-
dered gbout the yard, whistling at times
or singing, not talking in this spell except
a sentence or two occasionally.

She went into the parlor and said “Play,
play.” One played waltzes and two-steps
and Bessie danced all about the room.
Then a singer played and sang and Bessie
sang too . When “Home, Sweet Home”
was played no one sang, for Bessie was
acting it out in graceful pantomine.

Supper time came and we went to the
table. She took her place at the table
and ate like the rest of us, helping herself
or taking of what passed. Soon she arose
and walked away with long strides.

One said, “She thinks she is a man now.
She always takes those long strides when
she thinks she is a man.”

She impersonated a man. She got a
pipe and pouch of tobacco filled the pipe,
struck a match, lighted the tobacco and
smoked We followed her out of the
house. She went to the stile, where she
sat till she had finished her smoke, blow-
ing the smoke and assuming postures of
a man.
 Then she rapped the tobacco out of

" |the pipe and started foward the house.

As she passed me she said. “Life is made
of.one damn thing after another.” Her
mother said she never uses rtough lan-
guage except when she thinks ghe is a
man. In the hall she said, “Oh, it is so
darn dark I can’t tell which suit case 18
mine.” She got a suit case, put on a
man’s coat and hat and started off. Then
she gave up going off on a journey and
went into ‘the parlor. .

Soon she was a girl again and going into
the parlor began to recite. We hurried
in and sat around the room. She recited
“The Raggedy Man”. and “Hush” with
graceful gestures. I think no one could
recite better. i

It was dark by this time and a lighted
lamp was brought in.- She said, “Oh,

the table. Soon I noticed that she had
picked up a bunch of pictures and = was
looking at them and talking about them.
1 thought this my chance for a test.

I picked up another bunch, turned the
light so low that I could not see the cards.
I put the cards into her . hands and she
kept on talking about the pictures As
fast -as she would describe a picture I
would take the card, till I had five, when
the notion left her and she was off on
something else.

I turned up the lamp and looked at the
cards in order and she had ‘described the
pictures accurately. She could see as well
in the dark as in the light. She found a
letter on the piano and began to read it
to herself.

The next day this
neighbor called and was asked what she
was doing yestepday at such an hour;
what dress she had on. Everything tal-
lied.

The girl was on the bed upstairs. She
said “an old woman has come into the
house. It is (naming her). She has not
had any supper. They are taking her in-
to the dining room. She is eating. They
are talking about me.”

One went down to see if it were true
and found it all true and told them to
stop talking about Bessie, that she knew
everything they said.

The girl wept aloud. She said: “Mr.
is dead.” Tt was true, as they learned
next day. They knew he was sick, but
not that he had died. Two men came
home with her parents from the funeral.
She was up in her room, named them and
said they had come.
