ing one million farmers, has laid itself out
to defeat the ratification of the under-
standing on the same grounds, and prob-
ably the same arguments which
lead some Canadian farmers to oppose the
agreement are used across the line to
convince the farmers there that reciprocity
winld be all in faver of Canada.

“If the ties of commerce are the ties
that chiefly bind the British peoples to-
gether—if that is the basis of this kind
of union—why object to the formation of
new ties of a stronger financial nature? If
business is business, please let it be busi-
ness. But we don’t- believe that the em-
pire ties are made up of purse strings
only, or that, even if they were, new con
nections would materially affect them.”
