DR. HYDE GOES
ON WITNESS STAND

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TRUSTEES WILL
MEET COUNCIL

TO JOINTLY DISCUSS
SPRING RIDGE SITE

Arguments Favoring Locating the
High School There Presented
by Residents Last Night

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

After hearing several arguments and
explanationsg relative to the proposed
site for the high school at Spring
Ridge, the Board of School Trustees
last night decided to meet the City
Council on Tuesday evening next and
discuss the matter jointly.

The attendance at the meeting ne-
cessitated the use of the City Council
chamber, about one hundred citizens,
mostly from Spring Ridge, being pre-
sent. A communication from .the City
Council and _a.copy.of the report made
by the special committee; of the Coun-
cil which considered. the Spring Ridge
question were read. These were laid
on .the table, upon motion of Trustee
McNeil, until the delegation from the
property-owners . and - residents . was
heard. from.

Alderman Bannérman, chairman of
the City Counecil Committee, presented
a map showing the proposed site. Hé
reviewed the-terms of jthe city’s .offer
to the Board.and said that they  en-
abled the Trustees' to secure -the site
within the estimated cost. -

Dr. Lewis Hall spoke'iln favor.of the
Spring Ridge site. He compared-: it
with the Jewish Cemetery hill site and
said that-the only advantage the -lat-
ter possessed was a scenic one. It was
impossible: to connect-‘the hill - with

great cost. Another argument against
it was its inaccessibility by street-car.
The Spring Ridge site could be made
the finest school -ground' in the pro-
‘vince -for practically nothing.

Alderman - Bannerman—You
say -the finest“in the Dominion.

‘W. . Marchant referred  to the city’s
offer of its property, consisting' of over,
3 1-4 acres, and a sum of $7,500.to en-
able the School Board to purchase the
other property required, and said that
it was.a most satisfactory’ one. @ He
felt that the whole c¢ity was in favor of
the Spring Ridge site and asked the
Board -to rescind its former resolution
favoring the acquirement of the Jewish
Hill site. -He believed that it would be
wise. to obtain cleven' acres as there
would in the future be technical schools
erected. It was also probable'that the
location of a mormal school in this
city would he considered by the gov-
ernment: before many years, and ‘' no
better inducement could: be ‘offered
than a site next to a fine high school.
He was certain ‘that, if the Board
would call a.public meeting. an over-
whelming majority would ' express
themselves in fdvor ‘of splacing: the
school at Sprifg Ridge

J.' L. Beckwith expréssed the.opinion
that thecitizens would, in case there
was some shortage of funds to com-
plete the purchase of the wite, gladly
vote the money. It would be two years
before the building would be complet-
ed -and no lack of'funds could possibly
arise before that time.

8.  Perry Mills, K. C., also spoke in
favor of the Spring ' Ridge site. He
said he was not influenced by the fact
that he resided in that district. He
thought that the city had wronged the
residents of that locality in maintain-
ing the unsightly gravel pits and owed
a duty to them which could be fulfilled
by building the high school there.

The
finance department has for some time
been looking into the question of de-
signs for the new gold coinage of Cam~
ada and on these the head of King
George will appear. The first of Jan-
uary next will probably be the date of
the first appearance of the Canadiam
gold coinage.

TWO-YEAR-OLD
BOY DISAPPEARS

Bloodhound Has Been Secured in
Effort to Find Fraces of the
Little One

Elkhorn, Man., May 12.—A blood-
hound has secured in one last desperate
effort. to solve the amazing circum-
stances surrounding the disappearance
of the two-year-old son of Thomas
France.

The third day of search shows sev-
eral - hundred people in the fleld
diligently covering every foot of the
surrounding country. The resolution
displayed by every class to abandon
husiness to assist the bereaved family
indicates the widespread - interest in
the affair. But the authorities are baf-
fled. Yesterday they arrived at the con-
clusion “that less than ten minutes
elapsed between the time when John
Heritage, a farmer residing near the
France homestead, saw the baby in the
road and the time when Mrs. Heritage
arrived at the point to ascertain what
the little fellow could be doing there
alone. In-that ten minutes, made neces-
sary by a walk of a quarter of a mile,
the. child .disappeared as completely as
if it had sanished in the air.

The country immediatély
ing the place where the' little fellow
was seen is so level that if a person
was . passing. Mrs. Heritage would cer-
tainly have observed them. The grass
is not high enough around the place
to conceal a child’s body, reclining or
standing. These facts add to the mys-
tery of the distressing case.

Mrs. France has given up hope of
seeing lhier baby alive, and the father is
but little more hopeful.
