EXPOSVancouver, ajn. 20. — With thirteen 
and one-half ounces of coarse gold dust 
tucked away in a safety belt, Tony 
Menard, one of the pioneer locators in 
the Ingenica river district, has arrived 
in town from the scene of last year’s 
placer strike on McConnell creek, a 
tribu tory stream. He had quite an ex­
perience in making the long overland 
trip on snowshoes to Hazelton, whence 
he made his way over the hills to Port 
Essington.

Mr. Menard had no difficulty in dis­
posing of his gold at $17.10 per ounce. 
The cleanup represents the result of 
less than a fortnight of work in pros­
pecting his claims. He was obliged to 
whipsaw the lumber for the sluice- 
boxes, and in the actual mining had 
absolutely no assistance. The fact that 
he averaged about an ounce per day 
augurs well for the new fields, consid­
ering that he failed to reach bedrock, 
the greatest depth attained not exceed­
ing six or seven feet. His claims have 
been acquired by the Ingenica-Findlay 
River Development Co., Ltd., a local 
corporation recently incorporated. They 
are located on the lower reaches of Mc­
Connell creek as well as on the In­
genica river near the point where it is 
joined by McConnell creek.

The new company has already ac­
quired between fifty and sixty claims 
in the camp, and this spring will under­
take the work of prospecting the 
grounds on an extensive scale. If the 
results anticipated are realized devel­
opment will be pushed with still great­
er energy the following season, as it is 
planned to tap several adjacnet lakes 
to provide an unfailing water supply 
required for gigantic mining operations. 
These improvements alone will cost 
over $100,000.

London, Jan. 21.—The government of 
Canada is offering a loan of six mil­
lion pounds sterling redeemable in ten 
years. The price to the public is 9914 
and the interest, is 3% per cent, per an­
num. The government has the option 
of redeeming the issue in five years. 
The loan has been underwritten. This 
loan is the fourth made recently for the 
Canadian government. On February 
19tlf last year a loan of £3,000,000 at 3% 
per cent was made; in July last an­
other of £5,000,000 at 3% per cent was 
put on the market. In October one of 
$5,000,000 at 314 per cent was offered.
