The Indiantown Brook Bridge.

The finishing touches are being put on

the new bridge over’Indiantown Brook,
which, as so many of our readers are
aware, is at the famous trout-fishing
grounds of the Southwest Miramichi.
The contracters for the work, Messrs, Jas,
O’Brien and Levi Gerish and their fore-
man, Mr. Wm. McKay, have made a
creditable job. The main portion of the
structure isa box truss span of 74 feet
which is gpproached by walled and railed
embankments on either end, each of which
i3, 70 feet long. On the up-river end
there is a further embavkment of 70 feet
without rails. The new bridge is placed
three feet higher than the old one,which,
although some 30 feet above the summer
level of the river, was floated off by the
great freshet of the spring of 1874, an
event which is not likely to be repeated
in a great number of years.
Messrs O’Brien and Gerrish were to
have $517 for the work—a sum which
seems idadequate—especially as the com-
petition was keen, and just after they se-
cured the contract, wages, iron and lumber
advanced materially in price. When con-
tractors do public work faithfully the peo-
ple, no doubt, desire that they should Le
fairly remunerated.

Overseer Mowat and the Bgy Chaleur
Drifting Case.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance :

DeAR Sir:—In your issue of 24th you
direct the serious attention of your readers
to ‘the late judgment of the Supreme
Coutt in the long pending case between
myself and McFee with respect to the
drifting for salmon in Chaleur Bay, and, as
you say, completely reversing the time
honored principal that “a man’s guilt
must be proved before he can be condemn-
ed.” .In this case McFee admitted the
drifting for salinon ; he told me personal-
ly, that he came for that purpose ; 1 warn-
ed him that his plant would be seized, and
that the law declared ** drifting for salmon
to be illegal.” Even after hé commenced
to drift I told him to go home to St. John
with his nets, but he defied me.

As for limits, there was nothing in the
Act to guile me; only ‘drifting for
salmon is illegal.” The Act also says the
onus of proof is on the party charged. If
it were not so it would, in most cases bea
dead letter. Salmon nets being found in
possession of persons having no license, or
permit to use them ; found wet in boats or
canoes, with the clear evidence of use, by
scales blood or fish,certainly renders them
liable, but according to your idea the
poachers must be taken red handed, in
the act, -fo secure conviction. In mauny
cases this is difficult todo. Poachers have
persons watching for the officers, both
above and below the scene of operation.
Not once in fifty times, can you secure the
parties or get so near as to recognize them
and should the canoes and net be taken it
is as much as can be expected, and there
cannot be any hardship, if the parties are
fishing legally, in satisfying the officers
they were so. A policeman finding a sus-
picious character with stolen goods can
apprchend him, or a Customs officer the
same, if he imagines goods to be smuggled.
Drifting in the Bay of Fundy, if I am
right, is on account of the shad fishery,
which the Bay of Chaleur does not pro-
duce. <
As for McFee fishing 3 miles from shore,
if he did he only had a spare mile at Charlo.
His men swore he told them to go out 3
miles, but they would not swear they did
80; on the contrary they said they had
seen the snow fences when hauling their
net in. The shore fishermen had seen
them outside of their ncts taking iu their
net, and in one case they fouled a shore
net, but the shore fishcrmen did not go out
to identify the partics. Supposing I had
taken the net in the act, (which L tried
hard to do) do you think I could have
sworn to the distance from shore, on a dark
night ? If I had, would not Judge Palmer
have made ‘“‘a hare of me”? Suppose this
arbitrary provision were expunged, how
could those drift nets be regulated ? The
3 mile limit would have to be staked and
lighted before an officer could conviet.
What force would be required to carry out
the Act on 50 miles of Bay ? It would be
a ““go as you please ” and I am sure it the
miles of drift nets would not injure the
coast fisheries, it would soon fix ouriver.

The Potato Bug:

[Mnrit.;e_lga:rmcr. ]
We regret to say that already have these

pestiferous bugs commenced their ravages
on our potato crop. Where they come
from so suddenly is somewhat » mystery;
but come they do by the hundreds and
thousands, For miles around we learn of
their attack upon the early orop. In
many cases farmers are trying to pick
them off the young plants but when
they think they have succeeded in securing
all, another lot will take their place, and
so the work goes on. It is just now dif-
ficult to say what the result will be. The
fight will be a hard one. The potato crop
is too important a one to be easily re-
linquished. We shall have to fight them
to the death with the most effective
weapons at our disposal. Paris Green is
an effective remedy, but is corsidered
more or less dangerous, and requires great
care in handling.

The following is said to be a sure cure,
which a correspondent of Vick’s Monthly
recommends:

«“To a pail of water, add one spoonfu]
of coarse powdered saltpetre, and apply
with a watering pot to the plants. It will
not only destroy potato bugs, but squash
bugs and other bugs as well. For killing
the vermin on rose bushes it is unsurpassed.
For maggots that work at the roots of
squash vines, pour about a pint at the root
of each vine as soon as the pests indicate
themselves,”
