JOINT THROUGH TARIFF,

A new form of thermometer indicates 
the temperature of any place at a con­
siderable distance through the agency 
of electricity.

The museum at Booklak, in Egypt, 
contains what has been called “the 
oldest picture in the world”—a fresco 
from a tomb at Waydoom representing 
six geese.

Two naturalists have found that the 
trunks of trees undergo daily changes 
in diameter. From early morning to 
early afternoon there is a regular dimi­
nution, followed until twilight by an 
increase. This is repeated at night.

By means of the “ detective camera” 
—a new feat in photography—photo­
graphs may be taken in the street, or in 
any other place, without the knowledge 
of the individuals being photographed. 
The apparatus appears externally like a 
book or small box.

A telegraph wire in India is stretched 
between the summits of two hills—each 
hill being 1200 feet high—across the 
Kistnah river. The span of wire is over 
6,000 feet in length, and is believed to 
be the longest in the world. The only 
engineering appliance used in stretching 
this cable was a common windlass.

It has been proven by experiment 
that the tarring of ropes slightly dimin­
ishes their tenacity against a pulling 
strain, but preserves in them a high 
average of tenacity much longer than in 
the untarred ones, on account of the 
protection the tar affords against the 
destructive action of the air and mois­
ture.

The desert interior of Australia pro­
bably affords the hottest climate in the 
world. A thermometer graduated t!o 
127 degrees Fahr. was hung in a shaded 
place, and the heat became so great as 
to cause the expansion of the mercury 
to burst the tube—indicating a tem­
perature of not less than 128 degrees 
in the shade. .
