Our Hardwicke Correspondent and
“Squib.”
HARDWICKE, May 29th, 1882.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

DEAR S1r :—In the World of May 25th
there was a letter from a non-resident of
this Parish, who has undertaken the task
of being the Hardwlcke correspondent of
that paper. This correspondent writes
generally over the signature of ‘‘Squib.”
Iu the letter I have mentioned *Squib’s”
malice against your Hardwicke correspon-
dent is plainly visible. Every reader of
the World in this Parish is aware who
“* Squib ” is. The gentleman who gives
‘“Squib ” the items of news he sometimes
gets from this Parish told your Hard-
wicke correspondent who **Squib” was,
*“Squib ” knows that he could not get one
Hardwicke elector to ‘write about the
ADVANCE correspondent as ““ Squib " has
done. I say without boasting that the
Hardwicke correspondent of the Apvancr
was offered—-not more than one month
ago—by a leading Conservative of this
Parish, a position that would not interfere
with any other work and that would give
him one hundred and sixty dollars a year,
if he would be the correspondent of the
World, but I would have to write in
favour of the Conservative party. I cer.
tainly declined with thanks, so Mr.
““ Squib” can see that I have been offered
something more than a Fishery Overseer’s
position.

An “Occasional” correspondent, in a late
number of the Advance, mentioned a
rumor that was current in Hardwicke the
greater part of the past winter that the
Hardwicke Fishery Overseer was going to
resign his office and mentioned the name
of his probable successor. This aroused
““Squib’s” anger against the Advance cor-

respondent and nothing that he can write

of him is now bad enough, The Advance
correspondent would regret—aseveryother
fishermen would do—the retirement of the

present Fishery Overseer.

““Squib” shows his ignorance of matters
in this Parish when he says that one of
the applicants for the Bay du Vin Light
mentioned by the ‘‘Occasional” correspon-

dent is a non-resident. These are Messrs,

Cameron, Hallman, Noble and McLeod.

Which of these is the non-resident? I
have made enquiries and find they are
John Cameron, (the ‘‘Occasional” only
gave the surnames,) John Noble, Richard
Hallman and Donald McLeod. Come
now, Mr. “Squib,” which is the non-resi-
dent ? Prove your veracity. Two more,

“‘Squib” says, are followers of the forlorn
hope. If ““Squib” means by this that they
are Liberals he says what is not true, as
they voted for the Hon. Peter Mitchell at
the last election, as “Squib” “knows also.

Another of the applicants, ‘‘Squib” says,

is_ rot robust enough for the position.

Why then did the same ‘‘Squib” mention

his name in the World in the early part
of the Spring as the one most likely to
get it. He is as robust now as he was
then and more so. How is it that this

Vin Bay wash the shores of the Point but
because the non.resident lived there at
one time of his life, I do not see how this
ought to constitute a claim to this ap-
pointment, to the throwingaside of worthy
residents of Hardwicke. New Bruns-
wick is visible from Prince Edward Island,
but that does nov make the Islanders
New Brunswickers, nor does it make them
residents of this Province, or place
them in a position to be appointed
to the N. B. lighthouses in place of resi-
dents of this Province. Try some other
argument besides this, Mr. ‘‘Squib,” for
your favorite applicant. Another reason
why the non-resident should get the ap

pointment is that for the past few years he
has worked at Bay du Vin in the Summer
geason.

nor would it give either one of them any
right to be appointed Fishery Overseer,
Light Keeper or to any other Government
office in this Parish in preference to a resi-
dent of Hardwicke., It is the same with
the * Squib” applicant ; he has been em-
ployed in the Summer season for a very
few years in this Parish, but, this does
not make him a resident of Hardwicke,
nor does it give him a right to be appoint,
ed to the Bay du Vin Island Lights.—
Even if the non-resident correspondent of
the World is not satisfied with the present
resident Conservative applicants for the
position of Light Keeper there are plenty
of worthy Conservatives in this Parish
who ought to get it before a non-resident,
Where is Mr. Ewan McRae *—a man who
bhas followed the Conservative party for
years, and if the ADVANCE correspondent
had any thing to do with the appointment
he would get it even if they did not agree
in politics,. =~ Where are Messrs. Peter
Kelly, John Meclanis, Joseph Lewis,
Alexander Martin, Daniel Nowlan, William
Manuel, or many others that I could men-
tion who have a better right to be appoint.
