A stern resignation, as sinners without 
hope, took possession of s ime of the op­
position on Monday afternoon when 
learning the result of Saturday’s nomina­
tions giving the government six seats to 
start with : one in Madawaska, two in 
Gloucester, and three in Northumberland 
County, with the fourth to be secured on 
Saturday by ballot.

One of the most amusing features of 
the present political contest is the discus­
sion of timber licenses, renewal of lease?, ' 
stumpage and the deal business, general­
ly, by a certain class, many of whom 
could not distinguish a spruce from a 
pine log. The presumption of these gen­
tlemen is only excelled by their ignorance 
of the subject they so glibly discuss.

During the past fortnight quite a 
immbe^of smart, active young French­
men from Bathurst, Pokemouche, Tra- 
cadie, Neguac, and other points down­
river have been hired by William Rich­
ards, T. Lynch, M. Welch, J. S. Fairley, 
James Robinson, John O’Brien, John 
Burchill, D. & J. Ritchie and other 
operators, and all sent to the up-river 
logging camps for the winter. These 
young men are much appreciated by iheir 
employers, in consequence of their quiet 
disposition, and faithful performance of 
their work.

Every trip of the “Miramichi” brings 
an ap- up a fresh lot of these young men, and 

their first enquiry as soon as they get 
ashore, is where they can find some one 
of the above named lumbermen ; and it is 
worth while, just here, to remark, in 
connection with current events, they are 
never—well, hardly ever—heard to en­
quire for any of those shining lights of 
Her Majesty’s loyal opposition, now on 
the warpath against the government so 
ably led by Hon. A. G. Blair.

• Mr. Burchill said that this was his fifth 

time as a candidate. He began ten years 
ago as a representative and continued as one 
ever since, with exception of a few months 
and he believed he could now confidently 
appeal for re-election on bis record. Preced­
ing speakers had gone upon ground over 
which he must necessarily follow. It was 
said that Gladstone could vary every speech 
he made, even though the subject were the 
same. We, however, are not Gladstones, 
and if he repeated to some extent eome- 
hing of what others had said, he 

knew he would be pardoned. This same 
ticket was before Northumberland’s electors 
three years ago in opposition to the govern­
ment, on well-defined ground?. It was 
uow before them in accord with that gov­
ernment. The reason was because con­
cessions demanded had been made by the 
government in what was known as the 
Northumberland deal. Whether that deal 
was right or wrong he did not propose to 
discuss. He knew the county, in electing 
the Surveyor-General,had approved of it and 
he had yet to find the man here or else­
where who claimed that it was not in the 
interest of the county. It might be that no 
one man of the ticket personally benefited 
by it, but it was an advantage to the county 
aud the north shore, and as a ticket, he 
and his colleagues were prepared to stand 
by and defend it.

believed that the people were satisfied of 
the fact that their roads and bridges, 
wharves and similar works and interests 
were never better attended" to.

He next explained the matter of the 
Woodstock bridge, fully showing that the 
Government having discovered that its own 
engineer and the contractor for the work 
had partially constructed the piers without 
regard to the requirements of the specifica­
tion, had dismissed the former aud compelled 
the latter to tear down the faulty work and 
construct it properly.

The debt of the province was next dealt 
with and the increase under the Blair ad­
ministration shown to have been caused 
almost entirely by the construction of rail­
ways provided for by the subsidy acts which 
were passed in 18S1 and 1882—before that 
Government came into power. These rail­
ways were demanded by the people and pro­
vision was made for them by the Govern­
ment at the request of both its supporters 
and opponents, and if the people w ould have 
such work?, they were not so unreasonable 
as to find fault when interest on the neces­
sary subsidies Ьесадпе 
revenues of the province, 
fashion of a few uninformed persons to go 
about the County claiming that the prov­
ince was bankrupt, but, the assertion was 
false and absurd. We have crown timber 
lands worth eight million dollars and fishing 
rights of great value. He might say in 
illustration of the latter fact, that the Gov­
ernment, a few years ago, was offered $100,- 
000 if they would sell out the fishery rights 
of the Rest?gouche river alone. They 
thought it better not to do so however, but 
to retain all the fisheries in the possession 
of the province for the benefit of the people 
and the augmentation of our yearly revenue. 
New Brunswick is not bankrupt, but in 
good credit. Money is wanted by the peo­
ple for their roads, bridges and other public 
services and as long as he and his colleagues 
represented the County they should have all 
that could be possibly afforded.

Referring to canvasses that he had heard 
in the campaign, he said one was that he 
was the weak man, because the St. John 
influence at work in the County aimed at his 
defeat. Etch member of the ticket, how­
ever, had his opponents and while ifrcould 
not be expected that they would receive a 
solid four vote everywhere, yet he hoped 
that all friends of Northumberland and the 
North Shore would realise the importance 
of the issues involved and whatever tkeir 
personal preferences might be, see that the 
whole ticket was voted. Never mind the 
talk about the weak man, whoever he might 
be. If he (Twqpdie) went down, he felt the 
County would realise the mistake it had 
made, and he would come up again stronger 
than ever, but he had net fear of going down 
and he wanted no splitting of votes but a 
solid ballot for O’Brien, Robinson, Burchill 
and Tweedie. He had worked loyally for 
his ticket where he stood iu Chatham at the 
last general election and the result was a 
solid vote for it. It would be so again, 
both there and elsewhere over the County.

It was an insult to the intelligence of the 
electors to talk of the “iufamy” of the 
“Northumberland deal.” There was not a 
practical public man in the province but 
said our representatives did right in stand­
ing as they did by the interests of the North 
Shore in that matter, while the electors of 
the County, by a majority of 473 votes 
approved of it. History furnished instances 
of governments changing their policy in 
sympathy with the expressed wishes of the 
people, and Mr. Blair acted constitutionally, 
when he found the people of the north pro­
nouncing in favor of reduced stumpage 
election after election, to make the change 
and take into the cabinet one of the advo­
cates of the change. It was true Mr. 
Morrissy and the editor of the Advocate 
differed from Canning, Pitt, Fox and other 
British statesmen on this principle, but that 
should not be taken as affecting its sense 
and soundness. While on the subject of the 
Advocate he might euter his protest against 
one canvass it published against him. It 
had appealed to the electors to vote against 
him because he had rendered professional 
services to a man who had been prosecuted 
for the violation of the Scott Act, He 
thought that was one of the most contempt­
ible canvasses he had ever heard, but he 
supposed it would have some effect in the 
country. Indeed he had met it in the 
month of an old friend—a merchant down 
the coast. He said to this gentlemen— 
“Suppose my client had come to you and 
wanted to bay a quintal of codfish. If you 
knew he was accused of violating the Scott 
Act, would you sell him the fish? My 
friend said, of coarse he would. I said my 
law—my professional service? are ray cod­
fish and I hope the day will never 
when any client who applies to me shall not 
receive the best possible service I can render 
him.” He was obliged to work for hia living. 
He had done so all his life and although he was 
Surveyor-General now he did not expect to 
hold the offi ;e for ever aud his duty to 
himself and his family required that he 
should, as far as possible, keep up his 
practice, and he had no words that could 
adequately express his contempt for the 
canvass to which he had referred. He stood 
by his clier^, and he also stood by the 
interests of the County, nobly aided by his 
three colleagues. As a ticket they stood 
together aa one man whenever any benefit 
could be secured for Northumberland and 
he asked in return that the electors should 
now stand by them. He realised that he 
must not talk at the length he would like, as 
others had to follow him. He had said 
enough, however, to cut out some work for 
any who might differ from him. He had 
dealt only with facts which were of interest 
in aud bore upon the campaign. He had 
made correct statements only aud invited 
criticism of them. He claimed that he and 
his colleagues had worked together in the 
interests of all classes and sections of the 
county, irrespective of whether they had or 
had not received support in particular 
localities On the 22ud of the month they 
hoped for a return of the good treatment 
they had given the whole County. If they, 
as representatives, had treated the County 
well and if the government had treated the 
County well, then let the electors, by voting 
for the whole ticket, show that they 
appreciated the fact. (Great applause.)

MR. ROBINSON.

Mr. Robinson, after referring at 
length to the pledges he had made when he 
first became a candidate in 1890, appealed to 
the electors to say whether or not he had 
kept his promises. The same regard for the 
interests of the county that had guided him 
since that time would also guide him in the 
future. He went quite fully into the cir­
cumstances and arrangements entered into, 
by which the long-demanded and just claims 
in the mattsr of a portfolio and redaction of 
stumpage were conceded and was proud to 
say that every pledge that had been given 
in that matter had been faithfully carried 
out and that was one of the chief 
why we had any opposition to-day. North­
umberland, by the handsome vote with 
which it returned the Surveyor-General in 
1890 showed its approval of what he and 
hie colleagues had done. Its electors show­
ed that they could take care of their own 
interests and he had no doubt that they

fair ; therefore the election was brought on 
in October. The Government felt they de­
served, and enjoyed the confidence of ttie 
people, and unless they had that confidence 
they had no desire to cling to office.

things, and not the alleged extravagance of 
the Government, were the causes of the 
deficit, and no reasonable man would say 
that there was anything in them for which 
the Government was censurable.

Consistent with Mr. Blair’s declared policy 
when in opposition, and in accord with 
the almost unanimous desire of the 
people of the province the Legislative 
Council was abolished, after many diffi­
culties had been thrown in the way of ac­
complishing that impd^fant change in the 
constitution of the province. Men who had 
been sent to tjjat body because their views 
were believed to be favourable to abolition 
had changed afterwards. After 1890, how­
ever, by the appointment of such men as 
the Hon. Allan Ritchie, of Newcastle, whose 
political integrity could be relied upon, a 
bill was passed by which it was provided that 
the life of the Council should terminate with 
that of the existing house. By the dissolu 
tion of the latter, therefore the expense of 
maintaining the Upper House —some $12,000 
a ye£r— would be saved to the province and 
go far towards preventing another deficit. 
Another reason for dissolution was 'that 
seat in the Assembly for Carleton 
vacated by Mr. Ketchum’s removal to the 
United States ; Hon. P. G. Ryan, Chief 
Commissioner of Public Works, was also 
obliged to retire by reason of illness, which 
would make a vacancy in Gloucester; the 
Solicitor-general had to resign because of in­
creasing demands of his private business 
upon his time, and thus there would be a 
vacancy in Kings ; a vacancy existed in 
Albert by the death of Mr. Turner, and 
in Westmorland by reason of the elevation 
of the Hon. Mr. Hanington to the bench of 
the Supreme Court of the province. By 
bringing on a general election the opposition 
were thus afforded the opportunity they had 
sought to go to the country, the Upper House 
was abolished and twelve thousand saved to 
the province, while these vacancies would be 
filled and the legislature start on a 
era of its history with a clean sheet.

The increasing demands of the public 
vices of the province naturally required an 
augmented revenue, and it became the duty 
of the government to look about it and see 
that other interests besides the lumber in-, 
dustry should be called upon to contribute 
to the maintenance of those services.

Mr. Tweedie here referred at some length 
to the wealth of foreign and Canadian insur­
ance companies, doing business in New 
Brunswick, their magnificent buildings in 
London, Liverpool, Glasgow. Montreal, and 
elsewhere, and said that these companies 
realized large sums from both fire and life, 
premiums paid by insurers in Now Brunswick, 
and it was only fair, when they were doing 
such large business here, that they should 
in an equitable way. contribute, as well as 
the lumber industry, to the provincial rev­
enue. Banks, telephone companies and 
similar institutions which stand in almost 
the same relationship to the public, as in­
surance companies, were also called upon to 
pay a small tax for the privilege of doing 
business in this province, and was it not 
equitable that they should do so rather than 
that the whole revenue necessities of the 
province should be loaded upon the lumber 
industry alone ? Other provinces of the 
Dominion and nearly all the states of the 
union had similar systems of taxation and 
why not New Brunswick ? Some of 
demagogues, had made of this matter a pre­
text for claiming that the Government in­
tended to resort to direct taxation, bu$ no 
such thought was entertained by the Gov­
ernment, nor would any such proposition, 
if made by anyone, receive the support of 
his colleagues or himself. When the bank 
tax was nnder discussion Dr. AI ward, 
of the opposition leaders protested against it 
and said it would be better to raise the rate 
of stumpage to $2. That hon. gentleman, 
however, represented St. John and his pol­
icy might suit the opposition candidate 
here, but it would not be approved by the 
electors of Northumberland, Kent, Glouces­
ter and Restigouche. He had no doubt that 
there were some men in this County who 
would say by their ballots that they desired 
the defeat of the Surveyor General and his 
colleagues—men who would prefer to elect 
members who would support the views of 
St. John, as represented by Dr. Alward, and 
whit^ he (Mr'.
