Suing the Government.

The 8t. Jobn Gazette says :—Actiouns
have been commenced by millmen of the
North Shore in the Exchequer Court against
the Dominion Government for damages in
tion with the bursting of certain damse
and embankments on works connected with
the Intercolonial Railway in the Parish of
Newoastle which caused overflowing during
the month of Auguet 1892. The plaintiffs in
the several suits claim that the bursting of
the embankments in question was due to
defective construction, to not haviag been
properly maintained and strengthened by
the government and to negligence on the
part of the government employees. There
are -three suite, several thousand dollars
being elaimed in each case. The cases are
James O, Fish vs. the Queen, John Jones vs.

Death and Burial of Mrs. Alexander
Williston of Bay du Vin.

Mrs. Alexander Williston, of Bay du Vin,
died at her residence, at 4 o’clock on Satar-
dry morning last, after an illness of about
five weeks. Mrs. Williston was 87 years of
age and had outlived her husband, the late
Alexander Williston, by about 21 years.

Visit of the Dominion Minister of
Publie Works.

The government steamer Eareks, having
on board Hon. J. Israel Tarte, Minister of
Puablic Works, and family, together with
chief engineer, Lafleur, engineer Shewan of
St. John, and Mr. Fred Gelinas, his private
seoretary, arrived at Chatham about half
past two o’clock on Saturday. The honor-
able gentleman had been visiting different
points on the North Shore, inclading Camp-
bellton, Dalhousie, Bathurst, Caraquet,
Shippegan and Tracadie—merely tonching
at some of them—and although he was ex-
pected here it appears that no one was noti-
fied of the day he would arrive. When thgf_,
Eoreka—which, by the way, is said to be
one of the tugs formerly owned by the some-
what famous Connolleys—slowed ap and
came to the A. & R. Loggie wharf, Mayor
Winslow and Ald. Snowball were on band
and the Minister, recogoizing them as
prominent political friends, placed himself
uader their guidance. On his enquiring for
Senator Snowball he was informed of that
's whereabouts aud was driven by
Mr. W. B. Snowball to see him, after whish
Seoator Snowball and the Minister drove to
different points of interest in town, accom-
paunied by the Mayor.
The old Dominion publie building was
visited and its filthy, unsanitary condition
condition led Mr, Tarte to escape from it
as soon as possible and he gave directious to
Mr. Winslow to take steps to have it vacat-
ed forthwith as a residence.
The Dominion Public building and whart
were also visited. The minister and engia-
eers observed the effects of placing the rear
pottion of that structare on the inadequate
foundation upon which it stands, and which
was koown to be so by every practical
person who saw it, pting the Domi
architeots, when it was being built, Mr.
Tarte intimated that steps would be taken
forthwith to remedy these defects as
far as posssible, He thought the prop-
erty adjoining the public building oun
the east—that owned by Mr., Sam. Johoson
—ought to be acquired by the government,
as it was, in appearance, out of keeping
with the Dominion structure. Our reporter
was not informed that the Minister was not
very favorable impressed with the publie
building in several respects and thought it
about ae botohed and unsuitable a atructure
for the purposes intended as could be well
conceived. In this he haé a very well
informed local public opinfon with him.
The engineer who is to be sent here to
the defects in the foundation of the
building will also determine what repairs
are to be made to the Dominmion wharf
and he intimated that the whole wounld
reeeive attention without delay.
The Minister was shown through the
Chatham public building and was favorably
impressed with its convenience of arrange-
ment, oleanliness and good value for the
money expended on it.

“boof of us’ ! [Laughter] and while they
all felt so sweet the collection would be
taken up, which was donme, while ‘‘Jesus
Saves” was sung.

Mr. Young then announced the names of
certain committees and gave notice as to
where and when they were to meet., He
also gave notice that all the meetings of the
Convention were open to all citizens, of the
town and sountry.

REV. JOHN L. SEWELL
He next introduced Rev. John L. Sewell
of North Brookfield, Mass., after briefly
alludiug to the fraternal feeling existing
between our people and those of the United
States and Mr. Sewell’s work in connection
with the Christian Endeavor movement.
In opening his remarks, Rev. Mr, Sewell
intimated that he was nearly overcome by
the comphmentary references which the
chairrr%x had made to him. He referred to
the pleabure which Mrs, Sewell and himself
had experienced in seeing what they had
seen already of New Brunawick, on this
their first visit, and said it would not be
their last. He appreciated the welcome
given them in what they had thought of as
a foreign Jand, but in which they had felt
already that they had come to a dear Chris-
tian home. He grew quite eloquent over the
scenery of the St, John and the Miramichi
and referred to pleasant experiences he had
had already as an angler and the enjoyment
of the time he had spent in St. John and
Moncton. ‘He grew quite facetious over his
railway experieuce in getting to Chatham
and, in desoribing the difficulties he met
with in regard to the different ‘‘times”
observed, intimated that it might parti-
ally elucidate what the Prophet Daniel
meant when he referred to ‘'a time and
times and the dividing of times” !
Proceeding, he referred to experiences at
the International Convention where he had
met some of our people, and to fraternal
messages and greetings which he bore ta
this convention from promineut KEndeavor-
ere and others, including Dr. Smith Bacon,
who, when he said he was going to New
Brunswick, looked about himm to ses that
none of his own people were within ear-
shot and said *““The people up there are just
a8 good as we,—and a little better—and give
them my love,”
Referring to what had been said respect-
ing the good feeling existing in an iater-
national way between the peoples of the Unit-
ed States and Canads, Mr. Sewell cited the
historical fact that Massachusetis was once
the British province of Massachusetts Bay,
and he contrasted tho fraternal fseling now
existing between the people of his state and
those of the British provinces with what it
was a century ago. We are making history
now, aund are understanding each other
bettcr, and xnowing that he was coming to
this convention in New Brunswick he last
month went to Governor Roger Wolcott of
Massachusetts and said to himn that he want-
¢4 some personal greeting to take from him
to the people with whom he was to meet on
this occosion. His Excellemcy said he would
be very glad to'comply with the request and
he sent his message to him. He would read
it and then give it to the Chairman, It
was as follows ; —

He had made one #peech, and, now, he
was going to make another, He then pro-
ceeded to refer to some of his experiences as
a Christian Eandeavorer and to the difficul-
ties, disappointments, burdens, etc., which
were met with in the Christian life, and
were the common lot of all. They were here
not to indulge 1n sentiment, but to exchange
ideas in these matters with the view of
helping one another and making the con-
vention a success.—a blessing to this town
and the region round about, as well as the
province at large.

He related the history of a young people’s
rociety similar to this which he had organ-
ised early in his ministry, but which, as he
expressed it ‘‘dido’t go.” A young minister
in Portland, however, D. Clarke, had made
a similar attempt and somehow it was a
success—It went ! The spirit of God was
with it. It had the germs of truth, of
effort, of application, of method, and it was
the creation of the Young People’s Christian
Endeavor movement, The reverend speaker
proceeded to show how the movement had
increased everywhere and spread everywhere
and touched the heart of the nation ; and in
discussing the secret of its power and success
he said it was the love of Christ. Dwelling
on the genesis of this motive power or force
in active Christian life, Mr. Sewell compar-
ed it to the generation of electrical force
and proponnded a rather novel idea of the
cause of lightning, attributing it to the con-
tact of electrically charged clouds with the
earth, He dwelt at considerable length on
the constraining leve of Christ on the human
heart in impressing upon the convention
that that power must be the moviong force of
the convention. [Applause.]
