THE RIEL QUESTION,

Hon. ¥Mr. Chaplean B&ore the Electors of St.
Lambert, P. Q.

(Montn.:r Star.)

Hon, Mr, Chapleau, Secretary of State,
addressed the electors of St Lamber: on
Saturday evening in the spaclous premises
of the boating club. A large saydience,
pretty equally divided between English and
French, were present. The proceedings
were most orderly, being in very marked
contradistinction to the rowdy conduct at
the Longueunil meeting.

HON, MR, CHAPLEAU
was enthuslastically received. He appeared
in good form, and with a very few prelimin-
aries, dashed Into &n explanation of the
Chambly canal appointment, He sald he
did no$ like too much secrecy, becanse he
liked to have his public actions before thas
world. When Mr, Benoit was appointed to
the position, after twenty years of service to
his county, some of hie colleagues in the
cabinet sald that the county shonld not be
opened until after the local elections, He
did not like anything that is nos manly and
straigbtforward, and he told his colleagues,
as he now told those present, that he knew
the election would not be carrled on any
political Issues; that he knew the platférm of
thelr opponents would be the Regina plat-
form, and that the gibbet and the red flag
would be displayed by the Rouges to excite
the prejudices of his fellow-countrymen,
He faced the issue like a trne Canadlan, as
he did in June last, after Riel was arrested.
He knew Riel as Intimately as he knew his
best friends in that room, He knew he had
been carrled away by his love of Incre and
ambitlon to commit a great crime; he
COMMITTED A CRIME

to the detriment of his own nationality, and
he had to pay the penalty. He (the speaker)
pleaded for the half-breeds In 1874 without
any fee or even asking the charity of a sunb-
scription. When his friends in the States
wrote to him, although he was cautioned by
a frlend, he wrote these opinions about Riel,
It was not for him as a member of the gov-
ernment to overrule the declsions of the
highest courts in the empire, except upon
one issue, and f& if Rlel were unsound in
mind and could not distinguish between
right and wrong. He need not spesk of the
certificates of medical men to the effect that
he was sane, but he would refer to the letter |
read by Mr, Blake in the house of commons
from one of the jarymen who convicted him,
and who sald they found Riel guilty as a |
man of sound mind, not as a lunatie, If
fthe lssue had been put before the electors
that Rlel should not have been executed

. because the whole French Canadlan race had

asked for his pardon he would have under-
stood it,
At $his point the

A-xd the oaly accusa-
tion that can be brought agsinet the gov-
ernment is that they exercised the law in
its strictest sense, But the Liberals in the
county endeavor to raise the prejudices of
the people by saying that Riel was sacrificed
because the Orangemen asked the head of
Rliel.

Something
did run tt. The big copper globe revolved
faster than any flylng wheel or bit of ma.
chinery ever seen in motion in & machine
shop. The copper globe, forty-eight inches
In diameter, made seven revolutions every
second,and an independent belt-wheel at one
end of the copper globe, which Mr, Keely
sald ran from the sympathy of sound,
made three hundred revolutions a minute,
and its velocity frightened everybody in the
room, including Keely, who danced around
the shop and told everybody to keep out of
the way.

Protection Against Servants—How It Will
Work.

A La Salle avenue housekeeper, who has
probably had some practical struggles with the
servant girl problem, teads the Chicago
T'ribune an outline of a project which she
thinks will be at least a partial solution of the
difficulty, Her idea is to form an association

of houzekeepers whose objact shall be to prec=
tect its members from employing bad or inef-
ficient female servante, The association would
be something of a cross between an intelligence
office and a private detective bureau, with all the
advantages and none of the disadvantages of
either, It proposes to keep a private roster
of servant girls with brief biographical and
analyticsal notss setting forth each one’s his.
tory and characteristics, This roster will be
open to members only, and its information
will be a compendum of the private opinions
of both members and non-members relative to
the girls they have had in their employ. For
example : Mary Jane Jones quits Mrs. Brown-
