®d that 1t would bring about some
slight changes in the present law,
one of which would be that persons
applying for bounties on wild cats
would present the tip of the tail cut
off the pelt instead of the tip of the
nose. The present question of cut-
ting off the tip of the nose rendered
the pelts unfit for mounting. An-
other change would put unnaturalized
foreigners residing in the province on
the same basig as non-residents with
respect to obtaining licenses for buy-
ing and selling furs, and hereafter un-
naturalized foreigners would have to
pay a lHeense of $25, the same as non-
residents. Another provision of the
bill was to make it clear that a li-
cense issued to any person to buy and
sell furs was only good for the per-
son to whom it was issued.

PASSENBERS
WERE TAKEN
JMFELY OFF

The 1,720 Passengers On The
Stranded Liner Prinzess
Irene Were Removed In Five
Hours And Ten Minutes.

Lone Hill, Long Island Life Saving
Station, April 7—In just five hours
and ten minutes, the 1,720 cabin and
steerage passengers on the stranded
North German-Lloyd liner Prinzess
Irene, were transferred this afternoon
to the deck of her sister ship, the
Prinz Friedrich Wilhelm, and one hour
after nightfall, they were safely on
their way to New York. Not a life
was lost, not & case of panic was re-
ported. The~first passenger off was
a woman and the second a baby. The
cabin passengers, masters of the situ-
ation and the language, generously
gave precedence to the more timorous
ones in the stoerage.

As for the liner on the bar,
fall showed her hard and fast in
the grip of the sands, and Captain
Goddard of the Lone Hill life saving
station estimates that she will be pri-
soner at least a week, or perhaps
two. In the thirty-six hours since she
struck, she was favored with compara-
tively light weather, but a stiff blow
from the southwest might open her
plates, crush in her bulkheads and
wrench apart her stout steel frame

Ten small boats, two tugs and the
relief ship took part in the rescue to-
day while a revenue cutter and a dere-
lict destroyer stood by. All the 1,485
steerage passengers were led down by
the forward companionway, thence
clambered down a rope ladder into
small boats. From these they were
transferred ‘to the tugs John J. Tim-
mins and John Nichols, which lay
saf® th the lee of the big liner.

With the steerage eliminated and
as the wind and sea went down the
tugs made fast alongside and took the
cabin passengers directly aboard from
the rear companionway. The first tug
left at 12. p. m. and the last at 5.
56 p. m., five hours and ten minutes
