A FAIRLY. LARGE

New York, Feb. 19.—Pressure on
the stock market relaxed today and
the downward movement was checked.
The undertone was distinctly better
and at the close a aumber of the lead-
ing issues had established net gains of
1 to 2 points, Karly in the day after a
strong opening, bear traders made &
drive at the market, and succeeded in
eliminating the gains which had been
made and sending some stocks to new
low points for the movement. The
list offered better resistance than re-
cently, however, and prices soon mov-
ed up again, Thereafter the market
was fairly- steady with increasing
srtength toward the close,

The change was to some extent a re-
flection of the improvement abroad,
the principal foreign market exhibiting
a better tone. London cabled a higher
range for Americans before the open-
ing here and later took about 10,000
shares in this market. The better feel-
ing in the principal markets of the
world apparently was due to some re-
laxation of the strain over the political
gituation. News from Mexico held out
the hope of peace, and fears of the
entanglement of European powers in
the Baixan war seemed to have less-
ened. The chief source of strength,
towever, lay in the size of the short in-
terest. Covering of short contracts
was responsible for a brisk demand
