Common. Clerk Wardroper and his clerk,
Mr. Brittain, were there to receive the
returns. David Willet, who has followed
the aldermanic races for twenty years, was
there with an up-to-date score card, and
tallied the lists as they came dn, giving
the totals to the eager crowd inside; so
that tthey knew when each ward was heard
from exactly hqw all she candidates stood,
up ‘to that time. Within vwo minutes after
Prince werd was heard from, he an-
nounced tthe total vote for each candidate,
ingthe whole city.

My, Purdy declined to enter into a con-
troversy, and the dncident closed.

Iriteresting Features,

As the returns came in, great surprise
was expressed at the large majorities of
Mr. Daley over Ald. Millidge; and great
interest was excited by the varying for-
tunes of Ald. McMulkin, Lewis, Baxter
and Hilyard, and their opponents. There
was a very leng wait for the news from
Prince ward, and, as it might defeat or
eledt in several instances, where the run
was_close, there was great excitement
when at last the returns arrived.

By 11 o'clock the crowd had scattered,
and the excitement was at an end. Not
for years had there been as much eager-
néss shown concerning results, in a civie
contest, although only about 55 per cent
of the qualified vote was polled.

The labor party elected two of their
three men, and one of these, as already
stated polled the largest vote and had the
Jargest majority in the swhole list.

Of those elected in yesterday’s contest
the majarity , are Conservatives in pro-
vincial and federal polities, but several
Conservatives were also defeated. Party
lines, however, were not generally drawn
in the contest. One ballot, freely circulat-
ed, aimed at the defeat of three Conser-
vatives, but two of them were elected. Of
the aldermen who vwere defeated, three
were Liberals and two Conservatives.

There will be ten of the old members

. and six new men in the new council.

Quite a number of persons at city hall
last evening expreseed strong opinions in
favor of a return to the old system of
election by wards instead of by the whole
city.

Labor Men.

Round the booths during the early part
of the day the interest was not very keen
~probably winter leaping suddenly into
$he arena chilled the ardor of the old and
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new holders of the franchise. With the
coming of the sun and the drawing near
of poll-closing time there were more voters
to the fore and interested groups gathered
and discussed the chances.

Practically everyone expected. some
changes. In one ward'it was reported that
the Hebrew residents had combined
against one of the aldermen. Just then
the rabbi and others came along to vote
and a Telegraph man asked them if the
report were true. They said no, every man
was voting as he desired.

The labor lepders last night expressed
themselves well gatisfied with the outcome

of the day's fight. W. S. Daley, president
of the Longshoremen’s Union, who led
the poll, was warmly congratulated, and
the labor men looked on his election by
his large majority as one of the best things
of the day. They regretted the defeat of
several opponents of aldermen but on the
whele were well pleased with the day.

There were more than one or two com-
binatjons worked yesterday, and some
didn’t work out as hoped for. These mat-
ters caused plenty of chance for comment
in .the review of the fight, but they
couldn’t change the result.

The combined vote for White and Sears
gives 4,603, which should indicate the
total vote polled. But some voters scored
both names off their ballogs so the exact
total vote is not known.

WORK IN JAMAICA

Engineer Visiting the City—Sir Wm.
Van Horne's Line Completed.

W. H. Anderson, C. E., formerly of the
Glasgow & South Western engineering
staff, and latterly of the government rail-
way in Jamaica, is visiting ait the residence
of P. Campbell, Hazen street.

Mr. Anderson has just returned from
Jamaica, where he acted as chief engineer
in the improvement of the railway system
of the island. The line is from Kingston
to Montego Bay, with branch lines to
Spanish Town and Port Antonio.

The rolling stock and general railway
facilities, he says, are as good as on any
other lines operating on the islands, but
still are far from being the equal of Cana-
dian trains.

Mr. Anderson says the railway in Cuba,
in which Sir William Van Horne is inter-
ested, is practically completed, and trial
has commenced. The line extends from
Santiago de Cuba to Havana, about three-
quarters the length of the isiand.

Miss Almeda Burchiit Tells of Their
_ Visit to Athens and Constanti-
nople.

Burchil!, of TIibernia,
Queens county, writes as rollows about the
S. 8. delegates’ trip: On visiting Madeira,
Gibraltar, Algiers and Malta the climace
was about like our own New Brunswick

in later June, but as we neared Gree:ze
the weather becan.e much cooler so that
our wramest wraps were brought into use.
We landsmen concluded it was “a cold
wave.” We arrived at Pirzus—the harbor
for Athens—at 6 in the morning of March
25, and as soon as breakfast was over we
took train to Athens, a distauce perhaps
of five miles, where carriages for all our
800 awaited us. In companies and under
instructors we drove to places of interest,
as the ruins of the Temple of the Olym-
pian Jove, the Temple of Theseus, the
Tower of the Winds, the Prison of So-
arates, the Acropolis, and many other
points. We were lunched at the grand
hotels Bretagne and Splendid. On Satur-
day we had mo carriages but strolled
among the sights, illustrating our past-
reading and laying foundations for reading
in days to come. Nearly all the delegates
attended the- Sunday morning service on
Mars Hill where Dr. Potts, of Toronto,
preached. “Our own Dr. Potts,” as we
(anadians are in the habit of speaking of
him. Our United States delegates were
in rapture over him. Of more than 170
thinisters - among us, many are eloquent,
But in Dr. Potts there’ is, besides elo-
quence, a power which places him easily
first of all.
+ We have a very choiee company of dele-
gates, among which there are very few
juveniles. Many of them have at least
reached middle life, well read, intelligent
and noble charactered. But of course in
so large a company there are a few boast-
ful ones nvho' seem' mott to know that earth
was made other than for themselves alone.
The visit to Constantinople will long be
remembered. . We arrived there in the
evening, but did not go ashore 4ill the
next morning, when carriages were pro-
vided for the whole day. We visited the
old mosque of St. Sophia, a building with a
history, as other places which we visited.
: In one of the Sultan’s palaces we were
treated to light refreshments. The “Dalma
Baghtcheth” is the palace of a former Sul-
tan, and is incomparably beautiful. The
Grecian- king’s palace -at Athens is far
from being its gqual, In the royal treas-
ury were ancient relics taken in conquest.
Armour, swords and other objects blazing
with jewels rare and costly; rugs and
garments embroidered with pearls and

| jewels,-such as %e dead of, but which no

imagination can: picture ko the exteny
which we saw. ' The museums contained
sculptures, inscriptions, ete. ~Grecian,
Assyrian, Bgyptian and: other illustrating
skilled anrts, andsstrange histories of other
ages. Among these a visitor would like
to linger 'long or“go often. Our good ship
lay at the pier, dand we returned to it for
meals. This was the first time we had
put into a dockisince we left New York.

The treatment accorded us in this city
was as good as could be given to visitors
in St. John, The United States consul-
general had well prepared our way, and
we had just about the freedom of the city.
Of course there #ere soldiers, and perhaps
detectives, at every turn, but all were
courteous and Kind., Our i#mpression in
general was that these were a fine looking
lot of men. .

Of women we, of course, did not see so
mueh. Reliable informants told us that
the veil is gradually disappearing from
their garb, giving place to, the more gen-
eral European dress. The missionaries
told us that the women crave. knowledge,
and are very bright to take advantage of
it. Dogs in Constantinople are almost as
plenty as mosquitos in New Brunswick. I
counted a large mumber lying on the dock
in the length of our ship. Nobody seemed
to notice them. They are a distressed
looking lot, short haired and of a dirty
yellow color.

Qur wvisit to Robert College was #adeed
a pleasant one. The buildings are finely
situated on a high hill overlooking the
narrowest part of the Bosphorus. . Its
equipment is very thorough, and many of
us became deeply interested in the Chris-
tian educative work which such an dnsti-
tution is doing. In our hearts we prayed
that the bright looking students might be-
come a power in advancing Christ’s king-
dom in Turkish lands.

As we were leaving dock a beautiful
floral piece was sent aboard. Its size
was about three feet square. The ground
work was pink flowers, with a crescent
and star worked in white flowers. It was
addressed “To the Nobles on board the
Grosser Kurfurst,” from Roberty ILevy.
We understood:'that he was the owner of
the bazaar at which our people bought
many souvenirs.

Leaving here we sailed up the beautiful
and histonic Bosphorus until we reached
the Black Sea, when we turned and sailed
(steamed) back. This gave us a splendid
view of the pretty towns, old forts and
ancient ruins on the shores. Apart from
the associations the shores reminded me
much of the lower St. John river. Robert
College was in full view, and as we steam-
ed by the students came out and gave us
a farewell salute, to which we warmly re-
sponded, our good ship aiding nvith three
lusty whistles. Thus we Dade adieu to the
much abused. but to us very interesting
shores of Turkey, and steamed for Smyrna
our next place of landing.
