Big Companies Bought Off Adverse
Legislation

Belief General That Huge Corruption Fund Was Spent at
Albany, and That Legislative Committee Has Got Evi--
dence it Didn’t Want—New York Paper Calls for Search-
ing Investigation of the Enormous Sums Spent Belong-
ing to Policyholders - Stock Market Steady to Strong.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

New York, Sept. 18—The legislative in-
vestigation into insurance conditions be-
gins to get interesting. Any legislative
investigation here is regarded humorously
by everybody who knows anything about
the legislature of the sovereign state of
New York, but once in a while the in-
vestigators get hold of the hot end of a
stick and are not able to drop it; and it
looks something like that in this instance.
Where the thing touches the people and
strikes at the basis of the institutions of
‘American democracy is in the element of
political corruption.

The financial methods of these big cor-
porations are pretty well understood, and
the officers always have the answer “we
made money for our company and our
policy holders,” which is generally true.
But the existence of big political corrup-
tion funds, although vaguely hinted at,
has never been brought Tight home to the
hearts of the mass of the people.

Tt is an absolute fact, so far as the big
insurance companies are concerned, or 8O
far as anything most remotely affecting
them is concerned, they control utterly
and completely the Jaw-making bodies.

Ottawa, Sept. 18-—(Special)—-Canada’s
total foreign trade during the fiscal year
up to June 30, 1905, totalled $470,151,289,
which is a decrease of $2,581,749 com-
pared with the previous year.

The import trade reached $266,834,417,
an increase of $7,622,614, and the export
trade $203,318,872, a decrease of $7,559,493,
in domestic products only, and of more
than $10,000,000 in foreign and domestic
products together.

The imports consisted of $157,164,975 in
dutiable goods and $109,669,442 in free
goods, an increase of $6,566,092.

The returns show that our imports from
Britain last fiscal year were $60,538,811,
a decrease of $1,422,008. Our exports to
the motherland in the same period were
$101,958,771, a decrease of $15,632,605.

From the States we took imports of
$166,040,800, an increase of over $9,000,-
