—

A Cruise to Leeward. - .

BY J. N. W.

The schooner *“Scapegrace’’ swung to her
anchor off Hog Isiand one morning with
mainsail set and main sheets bauled taut.
This craft was a real Bahama wrecker,
about 60 tons burthen, and ber bandsome
waterlines plainly told that she was a fast
sailer and good sca-boat. Ever and anon
she would roll easily toand fro, displaying
the bright copper that shielded her from
the long auger-like worm that swsrms in
The *“ Scapegrace’” wore a gay uniform;
her sides were as white as the snowy robes
of a sammer bride. Her rails inboard were
of good polish and were painted a color
mach resembling the hue of a sweet maid-
en’s cheek. Her foresail and two jibs were
not lurled but hung carelessly fluttering to
the trade wind breeze thut piped loud and
strong. About sixteen sturdy black men
lolled about her well scoured decks, and
the mate, who was as dark as a cold-tar
barrel, was stowing away in the cabin loek-
ers a goodly supply of champagne, Young-
er’s Scotch ale, fine old cheese, canned
meats, soups, fruits, &o., &¢. This vessel
was outward bound and under charter with
the local Government as a lighthouse ten-
der.

HER MANAGERS.

Rounding the great beacon was a city
baumboat propelled by four powerful Nas-
sau oarsmen, and her stern sheefs con-
taived two very important dignitaries. One
of the party was a_five portly old gentle-
man, of perhaps sixty - years, more or less.
His face. wore a benevolent smile, and a
big comical looking pipe hung carelessly
from his heavily moustached mouth, on
either side of which dwelt whiskers enough
to pad a decent waterfall or chignon or
anything else you choose to call it. This
was Mr. Wholeheart, the Surveyor Gene-
ral of the Babamas. 'The other party was
s mild looking young fellow who apparent-
Iy would out-weigh a quintal of codfish. His

.{ face wore an air of determination seldom

met with save ina St. John River wood-
boat skipper or some such rover of the
treacherous deep. This gentleman was
the captain of the *'Scapegrace” and also
“‘yours mast respectfully, J. N. W.” The
‘Bumboat soon . gained the sides of the
schooner and the two parties just described
were quickly on deck.

Now as I am on board ship and the com-
mander, I must make sail and get to sea,
for Mr. Wholeheart, who accompanies me
in the bumbeat, is, m a word, ** the Gov-
ernment.”” He is the charterer ; 1 must
20 with him anywhere among the Bahamas
that he chooses to order. We are to call
on most of the lighthouses to see if they
are in goed repair or ‘want oil and pro-
visions. Perbaps no captain of a thousand
ton ship ever fett as heavy as 1 did that
morning.: My heaviness was of a peculiar
kind. I bave seen several hesvy sea
captains abroad who often could not stand
on their ‘feet” without staggering ; at the
same time when they were home among
owners they: pever ** smiled”’ at all, but
got beavy aboard on foreign grog.- Now 1
was heavy, bat not with this kind of
heaviness, although good old Wholeheart
and I bad a mug of half-and-half, besides
a cocktail or two at the Royal Victoria
Hotel by way of an introduction. T did
feel weighty. One reason was that my
pay was good, and the other that 1 was
a captain. *‘ Born to command,” said I
to myself, and the old familar paatical
phrase rang in my ear, ** Not much aboard
of a steamer, but the d—1 on a raft,” 1
sprang to the poop and ordered the mate
to heave short” This'done, we roused up
to jib, sheeting it bard to windward,
giving ber head a cant, and as soon as the
mwainsail filled, I slackened the main
sheets, hoisted foresdil, sheeted bome-jib,
and ran up flying jib, and away flew the
¢ Scapegrace”” on beiore the splendid
breezes. There is a regular

that cruises from time fo time among the
Bahama Islands. Her name is the
* Georgianna, ’ and she is a fine brigan-
tine, carrying four guns and a round com-
plement of men. The captain, officers and
crew are all colored. This craft was de-
tailed, 1 believe, to watch sharply among
the Islands of Cay Sal and the Anguil-
las for a slaver that was expected to soon
arrive from Africa with a cargoof captured
Kings, Printes, anes..Aldetmen, Mayors
and peaceful citizens of Mocaranga or
Liviogstoneville. This was the reason for
the chartering of the ** Seapegrace’ and
the hooor of commander being bestowed
on myself; and their heads were ** level”’
who ordered it, for I knew about as much
about the Navigation of the Bahamas as
the Babamas knew about me, but I could
give the *“chin masic,” and old Sambo
Johusoa, my pilot,” knew every rock or
piece of aponge that. adormed ithe sea bot-
tom from wiadward to leeward, but he
said he was not versed in book know-
ledge, and bad never bothered 4o learn his
letters. He could box the compass, but
only knew North: because it was North;
be know East, because it was eight points
to the East of North. Not one out of fifty:
of these Bahama captains and pilots know
anything of systematic navigation, yet
they will go one thousand miles te Jamaica
and find their way home again correotly
and speedily. :

Towards evening the wind hauledagainst;
us gnd increased ; we kept off, gave sheet
and bore away for the Berry Islands, and
by midnight we dropped anchor in a pio-
taresque cove called Little Harbor. Next
morbing Mr. Wholeheart and I wentshoot-
ing among the Mangrave rivers, and bag-
ged a fine lot of juck snipe and a few

THE ¢ CLAIMANT.”

A Meeting in London.

[From the London Daily News ]

There can be but little deubt that the
claimant to the Tichborne estates is exeit-
ing a great amount of sympathy among
certain classes of our population. The
intimation which bas been for some days
given by advertisement and window-cards,
that he intended meeting a committee of
supporters in the Oxford Music Hall at
two in the afternoon, was responded to
yesterday by an audience which filled the
body of the hall completely, the shilling
part being crowded to excess. There was
something about ‘the announcement which
bad a convivial air. At any rate, a great
namber of the gentlemen who came to re-
cord their sympathies, or be convinced,
settled down to the consumption of ‘‘some-
thing neat” as a preparation for the
*'something strong’’ which was to follow.
And follow it did with a vengeance, bnt
not antil a vast amount of lung power had
been expended in calls. A somewhat
portly waiter, who happened to be bustl-
ing about, was fixed upen by the impatient
audience as the representative of the: ab-
sentee, and fairly hunted down by cries.
At Jast; at half-past two, the cartain rose,
or rather the small side curtain of the
stage was parted, and the West enders of
London for the first time beheld the man
who claims to be proprietor of half the
valuable ground and immense house pro-
perty in the neighborhsod.

It is but fair to say that a great number
of the curious who had paid their entrance

-up all difficulties, avert all suspicions, and
answer all enquiries, it should be distinct-
ly understood that Captain Hunt bad
gratuitously accepted the post of secretary
te the Defence Fund, and that every in-
quiry would at once be answered by him
at the office. The proposal having been
sesonded, Captain Hunt, on accepting the
chair, called upon Mr. Whalley to com-
mence, which that gentleman did by oper.-
ing a heavy battery upon the Gevernment,
the Atterney General.-and the press. The
Claimant himself presently advanced and
added considerable weight to the proceed-
ings by bis appearance. He managed to
keep the attention of the audience fixed for
more then half an hour, with scarcely an
interruption. One person in the body of
the hall who made some personal allusion
was palitely requested by the Chairman to
appear on the platform and state his ob-
jeetions; but the dndignation of the meet-
‘ing was‘turned against him, and he bad to
withdraw. The'Cleimant’s address, which
he delivered with the aid of a iew memo-
randa only, was listened to in deepest si-
lence, for none but deepest silence would
allow it to be hcard.
