
AMERICAN S! Lord Russell on the Emancipa- 
tion Proclamation.

EARL RUSSELL TO LORD LYONS.
Foreign Office, Jan. 17, 1863.

MY LORD—The proclamation of the 
President of the United States, enclosed in 
your lordship’s despatch of the 2nd instant, 
appears to be of a very strange nature. It 
professes to emancipate all slaves in places 
where the United States authorities cannot 
exercise any jurisdiction nor make emanci­
pation a reality; but it does not decree 
emancipatic of slaves in any Statoil occu­
pied by Fe_ral troops, and subject to the 
United States jurisdiction, and where, there­
fore, emancipation if decreed, might have 
been carried into effect. It would seem to 
follow in the Border States, and also in

Wanted Mrs. Clarke 
to hold the lines while witness examined 
the man, but she was afraid and would not 
stop, as she said she would go and inform 
the neighbors. Witness hitched his horses, 
and then went to the man and shook him 
by the shoulders. At first he did not stir. 
At last be opened his eyes and looked up, 
saying, “I know you, Mr. Read, for God’s 
sake do not leave me here.” Asked him 
what his name was, and replied, “Daniel 
McCullough.” Witness then called to the 
woman that the man was not dead, and for 
her to return and help him into the waggon. 
She camo back and they succeeded in get­
ting McCullough into the waggon. Witness 
asked how he got hurt, and where he lived 
but received no answer. Witness then 
drove to the first house, that of John Ac­
ton’s, and told how he had found McCul­
lough and wished to leave him to be looked 
after till he could send a doctor to examine 
him. Acton refused to take McCullough 
into his house, but went to examine him, 
and upon lifting up his head, Acton ex­
claimed “My God, the man’s throat is cut 
from ear to ear, you cannot leave him here.” 
Witness then examined McCullough more 
closely and found it true that the throat 
had been cut. Witness insisted on leaving 
McCullough till a doctor could be got, but 
Acton refused. Witness then told Acton 
to get some straw, and place it under Mc­
Cullough's head. This was done and he 
then told Acton that he must come along 
with witness to Kemptville. After the 
straw was put under McCullough’s head 
witness covered him with his buffalo, and 
they started for Kemptville. McCullough 
could speak a little, and witness tried to 
find out how he had been treated, but 
could get little satisfaction, except that he 
repeated frequently—“the rascal robbed 
me.” They saw men engaged threshing on 
their way to Kemptville to whom the story 
was told, when some of the men said that 
they had seen McCullough pass in the morn­
ing. Witness told of the man he had seen 
driving the cutter, and took McCullough to 
Kemptville and called on Dr. Sparham, who 
came with him to Gregor’s Hotel where Mc­
Cullough was left, and where Dr. Sparham 
attended to him. Saw the prisoner and 
McCullough together that night. Witness 
put up in Sellick's H-tel, and was awakened 
during the night by the persons who had 
gone in pursuit of the prisoner, and who 
had caught him. The prisoner was shown 
to witness and then taken to McCullough's 
sisters to whose house he had been removed. 
Prisoner was taken there to see if McCul- 
lough could identify bim. Another man 
was shown him first, when McCullough said 
be was not the man. He then saw the 
prisoner before he was taken into the bed- 
room as it were between the light and the 
doorway, when McCullough immediately 
exclaimed ‘there he is, take him out of my 
sight.’ The prisoner is the same man I 
saw at Read’s Hotel with McCullough, Is 
perfectly satisfied of that. Thinks he is 
the man he met in the cutter before 
finding McCullough on the road, but will 
not be so certain about that, as he paid 
more attention to the horse than the man. 
Witness described the prisoner to the mag­
istrates and constables who went off in pur­
suit of him.

The prisoner was asked if he had any 
questions to ask, when he replied “no.”

By the Judge.—There was a house near 
the place where McCullough was found, 
there was a sand-hill and be lay in a gully, 
from which the house [widow Graham’s] 
could not be seen. McCullough had s— vol- 
on muffler round his neck which kept wit­
ness from seeing the throat. The enow was 
all covered with blood where he lay. His 
face was swelled and witness thought the 
blood proceeded from a beating he might 
have received about the face or head. He 
had no hat or cap on.

Dr. E. B. Sparham sworn.—Examined 
McCullough; found an incision across the 
throat just below the Pomum adimi or what 
is generally called “the lump." The incis­
ion was five or six inches long and pretty 
deep on the right side, as if made by a 
stroke with the left hand. There were al­
so two cuts on the left side, the skin be-

New York, Apr" 3.

The Hamilton Mirror of the 25th, says 

that the steamer Columbia with 314 bales 
of cotton arrived at St. George’s on Monday 
evening last, with the confederate flag fly­
ing. She left Charleston on Thursday night 
and steamed directly through the blocad- 
ing squadron ; not, however, without having 
a number of shots fired at her none of which 
struck her.

The steamer Gurtrude arrived at Char­
leston, from Nassau with an assorted cargo.

The steamer Britannia had arrived at 
Wilmington, N. C., from Nassau.

Capt. Warne of the schooner L aura Am 
arrived yesterday, and reports that on Sa­
turday week he was boarded by the Confe­
derate steamer Florida, Capt. Maffitt, who 
requested Capt. Warne to take on board 27 
prisoners captured from the prize ship Star 
of the Peace of Boston, from Calcutta, laden 
with saltpetre, which vessel was destroyed. 
On that day (Friday) she spoke the Laura 
Ann. She took the schooner Aldebarn of 
Fairhaven, and having put a prize crew on 
board, she went in chase of a large Ameri- 
can ship then in sight.

Capt. Maffitt offered a large sum to Cap­
tain Warne to take the prisoners but he 
refused.

The Florida reports having been chased 
after leaving Barbados by the Vanderbilt. 
Night coming on she backed ship, and stood 
for the Vanderbilt all her lights having 
been extinguished and her steam stopped. 
The Vanderbilt approached and hailed to 
know if a steamer passed. The reply was, 
“Yes and going at great speed right astern.” 
The Vanderbilt kept on after the Will of the 
Wisp, and the Florida soon captured the 
Star of Peace.

From the Bermudian, March 25th.—The 
confederate Steamer Florida left Carlisle 
Bay on the night of Feb. 25th, ha ng 
taken in supplies of provisions and coals, on 
the 6th iast, the Vanderbilt bearing the 
flag of Admiral Wilkes arrived and s-’led 
again on the following day.

In Demarara the government had issued 
orders that should the confederate privateer 
call for supplies, the captain was to be told 
that none could be fo-nished within the 
time proscribed by the Imperia’ Govern- 
menu

Washington, April 2nd.—A s’'mish oc- 
cured yesterday near Drainsvl"e between 
150 Vermont cavalry under Col. Parson, 
and about the same force of rebel.. The 
Union cavalry were discomfited, and a num­
ber of men were wounded, and several taken 
prisoners.

New York, Apr" 2nd.—It is reported 
that Lord Lyons will make a formal demand 
for the release of the str. Peterhoff, and that 
the owners, Pile, Spence & Co., of Lon­
don, will claim idemnity for damage of the 
illegal arrest, &c. Her mail is being over­
hauled, and may make some disclosures. 
Her cargo contains a large quantity of quin­
ine. The baggage and personal effects of 
the officers and passengers have been restor­
ed, nothing contraband having been dis- 
covered.

A Havana letter contains a report that 
the pirate Alabama had been lost—very 
doubtful.

Headquarters of the army of Fotomac, 
April 2nd.—The first army corps, Maj-Gen. 
Reynold commanding, was reviewed by Gen. 
Hooker and staff, last night. The appear­
ance, discipline and efficiency of the troops 
were highly satisfactory. All is quiet along 
the lines of the army of the Potomac to- 
night.

Vincent McCullough sworn.—Lives at 
Kemptville. Daniel McCullough is his 
cousin. Knows the horse taken from the 
prisoner to belong to his cousin. It was 
a dark bay horse.

This closed the case for the prosecution, 
when the Judge asked the prisoner if he 
had anything to say ? to which Ward re­
plied, “I bave nothing to say.” The Judge 
then summed up, going over the evidence 
in a very calm and impartial manner. He 
directed the jury to consider the evidence 
well and then perform their duty. The jury 
retired and in about ten minutes returned to 
court with a verdict of guity. Proclamation 
of silence was then made, while the judge 
passed on Ward the sentence of death: Before 
passing sentence, Judge Draper asked the 
prisoner if he had anything to say why the 
sentence of death should not be passed 
upon him?

Prisoner —“I have nothing to say, only 
that I am not guilty."

Judge Draper would rather have her-d 
him say anything but that. The court 
might have been prepared for some excuse, 
but to say he was not guilty in the face of 
the direct evidence given, showed that the 
idea of repentance for tao crime had not yet 
entered his mind. He had been found 
guilty by the jury at er a careful trial, and 
he, Judge Draper, perfectly r , eed with the 
jury in the verdict they had returned. Now 
he (the Judge) was at liberty to allude to a 
fact which he had not mentioned during the 
trial,—that the prisoner stood at the bar 
with the character of a previous conviction. 
He had already passed a term in the Pro­
vincial Penitentiary, but from which he 
seemed to have derived no benefit, because 
as soon as he had gained his liberty he had 
again entered upon a career of crime. This 
fact would be communicated to the Execu­
tive, with whom would lie the 1 >wer of com­
mutation of the sentence of death, which 
the law compelled him now to pronounce. 
He advised the prisoner to direct his mind 
to a preparation for death. He would hold 
out no hope, and unless he sought pardon 
by repentenee, he might be called on to 
die with his sins upon his head. Ater 
again earnestly beseeching Ward to repent. 
Judge Draper pronounced the sentenue that 
Ward should be taken to the place from 
whence be came, and that on Wednesday 
the third day of June next he be taken to 
the place of public execution, and there be 
hanged by the neck till he be dead ; and, 
concluded the Judge, “May God have mer­
cy on your soul.”

The prisoner, throughout the whole + ial, 
appeared to care nothing for his situation, 
and when the sentence of the court was 
passed, was equally callous, showing that 
he feels neither for himself nor others.

Samuel Smeades was then placed at the 
bar, convicted of having forged an order on 
Mr. Williams of Farmersville. The pric- 
oner was a miserable looking, old man, and 
appeared not by any means to relish his sit­
uation, especially after hearing sentence of 
death passed upon Ward. The Judge sen­
tenced Smeades to four years in the Peni- 
tiary, on hearing which the poor old man,I 
felt relieved, and voluntarily exel- med—I 
"Thank you. sir."

This finished the business of the court.—I 
Brockville Recorder.

UNFAVORABLE NEWS FROM” 
VICKSBURG.

Washington April 1.
Despatches r-om the Mississippi squadron 

embrace reports from the commanders of the 
several vessels that attempted to pass Port 
Hudson on the night of the fourteenth of 
March, in which it appears that they had 
reached the last and most formidable of the 
batteries, and were congratulating themsel­
ves on having gained the turn in the river, 
when the "Mississippi" grounded. Fee-fill 
that this vessel, under the galling fire of 
the enemy, would fall into their hands, she 
was deliberately destroyed by her command- 
er, after the removal of all on board. The 
mishap to the Mississippi caused a derange­
ment of the well contrived programme of 
Admiral Farragut for the passage of all the 
vessels of our fleet. The fighting of all our 
men is described as in the highest degree 
creditable to them, all striving to exhibit 
superior prowess.

The schooner “Jane” arrived at the wharf 
to-day in tow of a steamship, having I en 
sent up from the lower river where she was 
captured yesterday. She had been engaged 
in contraband traffic. The goods include a 
large amount of quinine, morphine. Con­
federate uniforms, buttons, infernal machin­
es of novel construction,army blankets, forty 
cases of boots and shoes, &c.; two large 
mail bags, containing small packages and 
some ..ousand letters to parties in Virginia 
and North Carolina. The letters, it is 
said, are of a character to seriously compro­
mise various parties in this city.

Fort Monroe, March 31.
Gen. Keys a red at Fort Monroe to-day 

from Washington, and on learning of the 
state of affaira at Williamsburg, le" imme­
diately for his command at Yorktown. We 
learn from Yorktown to-day that the rebels, 
20,000 strong, it is stated, are in front 
of Williawsburg, threatening an attack at 
any hour.

The Richmond Examines of March 20, ■ 
has the following :—Gen. Vando-n reports 
that Gen. Forrest made a successful visit to 
Brentwood with his division. He burnt 
the bridge and took all the property and 
arms, and captr-ed 800 prisoners, includ­
ing 35 officers. He lost 3 killed and 35 
wounded.

resist, and the resistance, if successful, is
to be upheld and aided by the United States 
authorities and the armed forces. The pro­
clamation, therefore, makes slavery at once 
legal and illegal, and makes slavery either 
punishable or running away from their mas- 
ters, or entitled to be supported or encour­
aged in so doing, according to the locality 
of the plantation to which they belong, or 
the locality of the State in which they may 
happen to be. There seems to be no de­
claration of a principle adverse of Slavery 
in this proclamation. It is a measure of 
war, and a measure of war of a very ques­
tionable kind. As President Lincoln has 
twice appealed to the judgment of mankind 
in hie Proclamation, I venture to say, I do 
not think it can or ought to satisfy the 
friends of abolition, who look for the total 
and impartial freedom for the slave and not 
for vengance on the slave-owner.

EARL RUSSEL AND THE AMERICAN CON- 
test.—The publication of the dispatches 
which have recently passed between Ear 
Russel and Lord Lyons, the British Am 
bassador at Washington, place beyond a 
doubt what we have hitherto discredited, 
namely, that these representatives of Bri­
tain sympathize with the pro-slavery party 
in the United States, which they designate 
“Conservative,” and are deeply prejudiced 
against the Republican or anti-slaver y party 
which they designate “Radical." Well 
would it have been, we think, for Earl Rus­
sel’s historical reputation in the future :e 
he had retired from public lite before tb’s 
American civil war broke out. From all 
that we have, been able to read on both 
sides of the “Alabama” question, we can­
not help believing that the noble Er-I did 
not do his duty with respect to that vessel, 
and that Britain will probably, ultimately 
though it may bo arver long and painful 
correspondence and mutur’ irritation, have 
to pay for all the damage which she has 
done ; and yet, so far as we can learn, even 
with that case before his eyes, Ee-l Russell 
seems to be pursuing a precisely similar 
course with other vessels that are now being 
fitted out in British ports to prey upon Am­
erican Commerce.

Philadelphia, April 1.
A special to the Cincinnati Bulletin says, 

that the news from Vicksburg and vicinity 
has an unfavorable aspect. Despatches re­
ceived here stat : that the expedition through 
Steel’s and Blackwater Bayou into the Up­
per Yazoo is a failure. Admiral Porter 
succeeded in getting through both bayons 
with the gunboats, and proceeded 25 or 30 
miles further in Deer and Rolling Forks, 
when he encountered a small force of rebels, 
who so annoyed him with sharp shooters and 
obstructions in the channel that further pro­
gress was impossible without co-operations 
of infantry which came up next day. The 
enemy had in the mean time put trees into 
the stream, making it impassable. They 
annoyed the gunboats otherwise and gather­
ed in considerable force. Reinforcements 
of infantry were marched to their assistance 
on Monday, and cor ng up to the beleagur- 
cd boats found the latter completely hemmed 
in by obstructions in front and rear. Shir- 
mishing continued all day, when the rebels 
being reinforced the gunboats were with­
drawn and commenced to retreat, the whole 
force having embarked on transports near 
the head of Blackwater Bayon, for their re­
turn to Young’s Point. The Federal loss 
is 10 or 12 privates killed and wounded.

The Philadelphia Enquirer’s Baton 
Rouge correspondent makes a statement to 
the effect that Gen. Banks really made a 
serious attempt on Port. Hudson, but was 
foiled by the steamers conveying the troops 
being sucked in by a crevasse cut by the 
rebels. The object of the expedition, ac­
cording to the correspondence , war to ge+ 
to the northward of the rebel batteries by 
marching around them on the west side of 
the Mississippi.

The Washington correspondence to the 
Philadelphia North American says, the ad­
ministration confidently expect before the 
close of the week news of important success­
es by our fleet in rear of Charleston. If the 
batteries at Stono Inlet can be taken it is 
believed that troops can be landed and reach 
the city without assaulting Sumter or Moul­
trie, which being cut off from their sup­
plies world fall without the loss of a man or 
vessel.

Toronto, April 4.—A desperate attempt 
at murder took place last night at the resi­
dence of Mr. D an a Southern ref agee, on 
Gerr d Street. A young woman called at 
the house and inquired for Mr. Dean. Mrs. 
Dean accompanied her husband to the door, 
when the young woman presented a revolver 
and fired six shots in succession at Mrs.

Took the prisoner to Kemptville 
where he was confronted with McCullough 
and identified by him as being the man who 
attacked and robbed him.

The prisoner refused to put any ques­
tions to witness.

Wm. McCullough was again put in the 
witness box for the purpose of identifying 
the travelling bag belonging to the prisoner, 
and which the prisoner had with him in the 
cutter while driving with McCullough.

James Walmsley sworn.—Was appoint­
ed a special constable to go in pursuit of 
the prisoner. Went to Easton's Corners.

We find that the heavy losses of the Greeks 
last season, have had the effect of cooling 
their courage ; and consequently the quan­
tity of Grain now on passage and being ship­
ped from the South of Europe, is smaller 
than it has been at any one time for some 
years past. Shipments from New York go 
on, bnt are comparatively on a small scale, 
and we cannot expect large supplies from 
thence until June. We may get a fair 
quantify of Wheat from the Baltic; but the 
revolution in Poland is assuming serious 
proportions, and is already tending to check 
shipments from Dantzic and Konigsberg, 
communicating with the interior being a 
good deal impeded. The language of the 
French dispatch to Russia on the Polish 
question is also couched in such terms as 
not to make the relations of these Govern­
ments agreeable ; Prussia and Austria are 
massing troops on their frontiers ; in fact the 
element of disturbance throughout Europe 
appear to be wide-spread, and any disrup­
tion of amicable relations could scarcely fail 
to effect the price of grain.”

The foregoing reference to exports from 
New York is hardly correct, at least so far 
as it applies to Wheat in the first three 
months of 1863,—the figures bring 3,196,- 
595 bu. from Jan. 1 to March 14, showing 
an increase of 1,119,698 bu. exported, as 
compared with corresponding period of ’62. 
The statements concerning the influence of 
Continental troubles, however, a* fully cor­
roborated; and another letter informs ns 
that, while the supplies of wheat "to be de­
rived from Poland this year will be short, 
the field labor of next season will in all pro­
bability be entirely neglected, and thus the 
effect will be seriously felt in Great Britain, 
not only now but a year or two hence, Pol­
and being one of the great reserviors whence 
her grain supplies are drawa.

We may remark here that, the Black 
Sea ports are Odessa, Taganrog, Galatz, and 
Sulina, and recent advices are to the effect 
that there were comparatively fewer grain- 
laden vessels en route to Britain from these
