Ed note: Sid Veysey's second
year with the Moncton Beavers
of The New Brunswick Junior
Hockey League 1972-1973 saw
him score 108 points compris-
ing 31 goals and 77 assists.
Two years later with the Sher-
brooke Beavers of the Quebec
Junior Hockey League he
scored an equally impressive
37 goals and 53 assists for
ninety points in just 48 games.
In 1976-1977 with the Tulsa
Oilers of the Central Hockey
League in his rockie year he
came in third in the scoring
race with 29 goals and 51
assists for 80 points. After
playing with the Vancouver
Canucks of The National
Hockey League and subse-
quently suffering an injury dur-
ing the summer Sid enjoyed
two successful years as the
star player of the University of
New Brunswick Red Devils.
Now he is playing home games
with the Fredericton Express of
the American Hockey League.
Hopefully negotictions with
the Express will result in Sid
Veysey becoming a more per-
manent member of the club.

Q: Perhaps you couid tell us a
little about your hockey
background.

A: | was born in Woodstock
and my family lives in
Florenceville now. After |
graduated from high school |
went o Sherbrooke. Quebec
and played two years of Major
Junior there with the Sher-
brooke Beavers. | was drafted
by the Vancouver Canucks and
played in their farm system for
three seasons. | was in Tulsa,
Oklahoma for two years and |
got to play in ¢ few N.H.L.
games with the Canucks. Then
| had an injury in the summer
and so | decided to come to
UNB, and | played with the Red
Devils for two years.

G: There is a lot of talk cbout
you getting a contract and that
of course would delay your
studies. You have been playing
home gemes for the Frederic-
ton Express and nct going
away with the team so that you
can concentrate upon your
studies. Do you think that you
will be getting a contract and if
so are you planning to play
with them for a number of
years before continuing your
studies?

A: No, if | was to receive a con-
tract | would still be able to
graduate this year. | could go
to Intersession and Summer
School and finish my degree
there. So that is no problem.
But | do not know whether | am
going to get a contract. It does
rot really matter; | just play
game by game. | am happy to
play.

Q: If you get a contract with
the Express and you are play-
ing with them on a regular
basis what do you see your
chences are of moving back to
the NHL?

A: Well, | can't really look at it
that way. It would be nice to
play with the Express on a
regular basis. | am at the age
whera | am a little clder than
sorme of the other guys break-
ing into the NHL. They are
coming up eighteen and nine-
teen now. If the (Quebec) Nor-
diques had an injury oi two
then they would call up the
best player that they needed,
so it is conceivable that | could
get a shot at it again.

Q: The Fredericton Express
have not started the season off
too well; their win-loss record
is the worst in the league.
However, there has been some
promising play, and the lost
few games have been sellouts.
The fans are definitely in sup-
port of the Express. How do
you see their play shaping up
next year with regard o the
talent which is obviously there
this year?

Carol Allport of the UNB Red
Blazers earned a place on the
All-Star team for her excellent
effort as a left winger. Other
members of the All-star team
were: Forwards, Shelley
Pepler of UPEI and Joanne
Perry of Day's Corner Esso;
Defence, Cathy Hendricken of
UPEI and Charlene Hudson of
Kent Centre; and Goaltender,
Theresa Gallant of UPEI.

This weekend the Blazers
will be participating in an in-
vitational tournament in Mon-
treal hosted by Concordia
University.

A: Well, they can only get bei-
ter. They ore an expansion
team this year and they are
having their problems getting
off the ground and everything.
The effort is there and the peo-
ple of Fredericton have sup-
ported them quite well. The
American Hockey League is a
good hockey league. There are
a lot of good hockey players; a
iot of peopie who have piayed
in the NHL. Next year | am sure

the Express can only do better.

Q: Some of the other AHKL
teams have two parent NHL
teams, and this perhaps helps
them to keep a more regular
line and thus G stronger team.
Is there any possibility that
another NHL team may
become o second parent team
for the Express?

A: Yes, Jacques Demers, the
coach and general manager
has mentioned this on occasion
and there is a possibility of this
happening. It has its dsfinite
benefits to have two teams.

Q: Sid, if you continue to play
with the Express or any other
team for a number of years;
you will have your business
degree; what are your plans
once you retire from hockey?
A: Well, | would like to go into
a business and maybe if | do
have a successfui career in
hockey | can set up a business
of my own in sporting goods or
somathing of that nature.

Q: With your schedule of

studies and not playing away
games with the Fredaericton Ex-
press how is your play aof-
fected? You obviously do not
attend all of the practices. is
your play and timing off and
are you parhaps not in the best
of shape as you would be if you
were ploying regularly with
the team?

A: Yes, | think that is true. it is
tough. | try to stay in good
shape, but my timing is not
always there. If | am not prac-
ticing all of the time my play is
not up to par.

Q: For the past two years you
have been playing with the
UNB Red Devils. Now of course
you have made quite a step up-
wards to an AHL team, the
Fredericton Express. How does
the play compare? Obviously
the Express play a much higher
calibre of hockey, but what is
the big difference?

A: The players are of course
more experienced and there is
a greater level of talent, but |
think it is the pesitional play
that makes the big difference.
in university hockey players
are skating all over the ice, but
at the professional level peo-
ple play their positions more
and vse their heads a little
more.

Q: Is the game tougher or
harder hitiing?

A: No, really it is not. | have
watched several of the Red
Devils games and they seem to
be quite chippy. There is a lot
of stick swinging. | got quite a
few cuts last year playing with
the Red Devils but this year i
have not been cut yet. So in
that sense | would rather play
in the American Hockey
.eague.

QQ: Whet about penalties and
the brawls that occasionaily
break out at the Aitken Cen-
tre? This really is not e pro-
tlem at the university level of
play, but it seems to have
been, particuiarly quite recent-
ly, a bit of a problem fer the
Express.

A: Well, | do not see it as a pro-
blem. Fights occur every now
and then. it is part of the game
ard | think fights should be
aliowed in university hockey.
1t would be a lot safer for the
picyers. In college hockey
players start swinging their
sticks around and this really is
rot good. If the guys want to
fight they should drop their
sticks and fight and then go %o
the penalty box and cool off,
rather than just swing their
sticks at each other.
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
