This past Friday three veteran

Tuck opening and the poppy 
Plumtree closing, the evening 
promised to be both eclectic and 
entertaining.

Despite the fact that Al Tuck 
has been around in one form or 
another for a few years, I had 
never actually seen him perform. 
His style reminded me of Dylan's 
“Hurricane” days — folk tunes 
with mumbled and off-key vocals. 
Tuck relies more on his consider­
able songwriting skills than tech­
nical ability.

Near the end of his set I found 
myself with my feet up on the 
railing, a beer in hand, eyes closed 
and in the groove. All I needed 
was an old mutt under my chair 
and I would have been in back- 
woods heaven.

Mars We Love You soon broke 
me out of that state. This Hali­
fax-based quartet started their set 
with an energetic “Girl’s Best 
Friend” and didn’t let up for the 
duration of the show.
