Lohmann: Something that I like 
about Canada is that the hierarchy is 
not there. For assistant professors, 
you are treated...like an equal [to 
other professors]. In Germany there 
is much more respect in treating 
professors...and here, the interaction 
is much better. It’s much more 
normal for a student to ask a question 
and not be afraid...! think it’s much 
better that students ask.__________
