True, employees in these oecupations would, generally
peaking, pay in and never draw out, but so would meny
eategories of workers in the inoluded oecupations, such
as olerks and other steadily-employed workers im industrial
establishments. Moreover if sueh a mutual insurance _
seheme as that proposed is to have the stability it requires,
it 1s not, 1t is submitted, sound to go too far in excluding
"the goeod risks.”
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
