2. As the treaty payments at York Factory and 
Churchill, and all other Indian Affairs matters at those 
two points, are being attended to by the N.C.O. at 
Churchill, will you please cancel the order for Gillam, 
previously mentioned, and have the amount you refer to 
sent to the N.C.O. at Churchill.
3. The N.C.O. at Churchill is being asked as
to what amount he will require, and if you care to wait 
until a report is received, I will notify you immediately 
I get the information.
