32. It 1s recognized that thls movement of
Canadian troops to the Far Tast from ¥urope will
meet many difficulties. It wlll depend in part on
the method of recrultment and slze of the Canadlan
share of the Army of Cccupation of Germany for the
gecond Stage of Cccupation. However, various methods
may be put forward as to how the force cuuld be made

up: -

(a) Using exlsting formatlons, £

(b) cCalling for volunteers from the Army Cverseas. -

{c) Txtracting certain troops for demobilization |
based on some determined yardstick (lensgth |
of service, marital status, etc.) and using ,
the remainder for service In the Far Tast.

33. 1t 1s felt that none of the alternatlves mg
be adhered to rigldly, but the over-riding consideration
will be that Canada 1s stlll at war, and as such the
strateglcal factorsshould be glven priority over all

(, else, 1t should be possible to use exlsting formatlions
and to allow men with long overseas service (say four
years or more) to be repatriated and to fill up the
vacancies from the reinforcement pools, or from other

4 unlts not selected for the Far Fast. fo attempt to
reform new units from volunteers would not on1¥ delay
the time of Canadlan partlclgztlon, but would Dreak
down the efflclenc¥ and esprit de corps that has been
bullt up over the last years. By the tlme the German
war 1s over the number of men who will have been over-
seas since the first year of the war without returning
home will not be large 1ln proportion to the whole, an
the repatriatlon of these indlvidualis should not
nmaterially affect the Macific partlcipation or the
Army of Occupatlon.
