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JOHN I, AND PROVERBS VIIL

Open the veil into eternity, and the mysterious
existence of God is revealed. In John, the
majesty of the two Persons; in Prov., the de-
lights, and joys of the two Persons of the God-
head—self-sufficiency.  From all eternity the
Father and the Son co-existed, and the cor-
responding relationship existed and was enjoyed
by both. But, in time, the Son entered into that
relationship as man (see Luke i. 35), into the
divine and eternal relationship of Son with the
Father. But He was the only-begotten Son in
eternity. God so loved the world, that He gave
His Only-begotten Son, that whosoever believeth

in Him should not perish, but have everlasting
life.
